period in which a loan taken out to pay fees may period in which a loan taken out to pay fees may 
be repaid.  After 25 years any outstanding debt

£20,000 will pay about £37 per month for 9

If you are employed in the Czech Republic, the 
loan becomes repayable once you earn £6,000 loan becomes repayable once you earn £6,000 
per annum (20,000 CZK per month)
