The course provides students with an overview of the

economic transformation of the Czech Republic from its

initial state in 1990 up to the present day. Knowledge of

the subject should help students to better understand the

functioning of the economic policy during the transformation

period.

This course follows the continual transformation of the

financial system of the Czech Republic towards standards

of market economics. Subjects of the course are about key

factors of the financial system of the Czech Republic.

B Transformation of the Public Sector

This course familiarizes students with the development,

history and changes of the emerging public sector in the Czech

Republic. Its aim is to deepen knowledge of the functioning of

the public sector under the specific conditions of an economy

in transformation.

e principle characteristics of the actual condition of the Czech
public sector and possibilities of transformation

e development of budget policy in the Czech Republic

e tax reform in the Czech Republic, fiscal policy

B Impacts of the transformation on regional deve-
lopment in the Czech Republic

This course provides knowledge of the wider contexts of the
transformation period in post-communist countries. Questions
relating to social, demographic, geographic, regional and eco-
nomic development are explained against examples of the
Czech Republic and other countries of Central and Eastern
Europe. The student will obtain knowledge helping him to bet-
ter understand the transformation process and its effect on
regional and local development.
