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1) Podminky pfijimaciho fizeni na FSS MU v akademickém roce 2022/23

Dékan: Oproti minulym letim nedoslo ve vétSiné oblasti ke zméné. Jedina zména by se méla
tykat modelu pfijimaci zkousky u anglickych bakalafskych program(. Nové by méli uchazedi
dokladat znalosti anglického jazyka formou certifikatu Ci jazykového testu, ktery je v rezii CJV.
Test, ktery slouzi k ovéreni jazykovych znalosti uchazec€l by byl zdarma. Nové zafazen online
test, ktery by provéroval vSeobecné znalosti z oblasti spole¢enskych véd.

Predpokladame navySeni poctu uchaze€l o anglické bakalafské programy, proto je potifeba
hledat zpUsob, ktera bude mozné Iépe personalné zajistit. Velmi dulezitym divodem pro zménu
je také zachovani zasady vybérovosti. Pro test multiple choice je stanovena hranice 60 %.
V souCasné dobé bézi tfi bakalarské anglické studijni programy. Je mozné, ze v budoucnu
vznikne dalSi anglicky studijni program. | ztohoto dlvodu je potfeba pfijit s konceptem
spoleéné pfijimaci zkousky. Pfes stavajici pfijimaci fizeni obfas projde uchazec, ktery nema
dostateénou znalost anglického jazyka pro potfeby studia. Navrhovany model se pokousi této
situaci pfedchazet.

Pro konani online testu bude v kazdém semestru vyhrazeno zhruba 5 termint, 25. zafi by mohl
probéhnout prvni zkusebni termin.

Horék: Otevrel diskusi o projednavaném navrhu.
Vesely: Otazal se, zda bude test k ovéreni znalosti angli¢tiny probihat online.

Dékan: Test bude probihat online. Znalost jazyka nemusi dokladat uchazeci, ktefi absolvovali
stfedni Skolu v angli¢tiné.

Krpec: U puvodniho modelu jsou nékteré vyhody a nevyhody. Nevyhodou je velka ¢asova
naro¢nost — kontrola eseje, online rozhovor s uchazecCi. Nové navrzeny systém na tyto
nevyhody reaguje. Problémem navrhovaného modelu je nemoznost osobniho kontaktu s
uchazedi. Vyhodou pohovoru je moznost osobniho kontaktu a zjiSténi motivace uchazecl
Existuji obavy, Ze test odradi velké mnozstvi uchaze€l. Na zavér formuloval doporuceni,
sledovat pocty a kvalitu uchazecu, v pfipadé klesajiciho po¢tu uchaze&l reagovat a jednat o
zménach, Upravé pfijimaciho Fizeni.

Dékan: Test bude probihat pod dohledem. Dohled budou zajiStovat pracovnice zahrani¢niho
oddéleni. Na zacatku testu se budou muset uchazedi legitimovat.

V navaznosti na prlzkum na jinych univerzitach jsme zjistili, Ze neexistuje zadny idealni model
pfijimaciho fizeni. At uz se jedna o Polsko, Rakousko, Francii ¢i zemé Beneluxu, pfijimaci fizeni
se i v samotnych zemich vyrazné lisi.

Suchy: Informoval, ze doSlo k zahajeni pfipravnych praci, informaéni kampané, a to tak, aby
byli uchazeci informovani o procesu pfijimaciho fizeni. Jednoznacné chceme délat vSe,
abychom uchazece nalékali, ale abychom je neztratili (care faze).

Wang: Otazal se, zda bude fakulta schopna nachystat pfipravné kurzy pro pfijimaci zkouSku.
Dékan: Otazky pro test budou vychazet z literatury, ktera bude uchaze€lim dostupna hned poté,
co podaji a uhradi poplatek za pfihlasku. Uchaze¢im bude poskytnuta také sada otazek, aby

si mohli ovéfit, jak budou testy pfiblizné vypadat. Proto nebude potfeba zajiStovat pfipravné
kurzy.

V souCasné
chvili je potfeba nastavit pfijimaci fizeni, které bude mozné personalné zajistit.

1) Conditions of admission to FSS MU in the academic year 2022/23

Dean: Compared to previous years, there has been no change in most areas. The only change
would be in the admissions exam model for English undergraduate programmes. Newly,
applicants should prove their English language skills in the form of a certificate or language test,
which is directed by the CJV. The test, which is used to test the language proficiency of
applicants, would be free of charge. A new online test would be included to test general
knowledge in the social sciences.

We anticipate an increase in the number of applicants to the English BA programs, so we need
to look for ways that can be better staffed. Maintaining the principle of selectivity is also a very
important reason for change. There is a 60% threshold for the multiplechoice test. There are
currently three undergraduate English programmes running. It is possible that another English
programme will be established in the future. For this reason too, there is a need to come up
with a common entrance examination concept. Sometimes an applicant who does not have
sufficient knowledge of the English language for the needs of his/her studies passes through
the current admission procedure. The proposed model attempts to prevent this situation.
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Approximately 5 dates will be set aside each semester for the online test, and the first test date
could take place on 25 September.

Horak: He opened discussion on the proposal under discussion.
Vesely: Questioned whether the test to test English proficiency would be conducted online.

Dean: The test will be conducted online. Applicants who have graduated from high school in
English do not have to prove language proficiency.

Krpec: There are some advantages and disadvantages to the original model. Disadvantage is
the large time commitment - checking essays, interviewing applicants online. The newly
proposed system addresses those disadvantages. The problem of the proposed model is the
impossibility of personal contact with applicants. The advantage of the interview is the possibility
of personal contact and finding out the motivation of the applicants There are concerns that the
test will discourage a large number of applicants. He concluded with a recommendation to
monitor the numbers and quality of applicants, respond if the number of applicants is declining
and negotiate changes, adjusting the admissions process.

Dean: The test will be conducted under supervision. Supervision will be provided by the foreign
department staff. Applicants will have to identify themselves at the beginning of the test.
Following research at other universities, we have found that there is no ideal model for the
admission procedure. Whether it is Poland, Austria, France or the Benelux countries, the
admissions procedures vary considerably even within the countries themselves.

Suchy: He informed that preparatory work has been started, an information campaign, so that
applicants are informed about the admission process. We clearly want to do everything to attract
applicants but not to lose them (care phase).

Wang: Asked if faculty will be able to set up prep courses for the entrance exam.

Dean: The questions for the test will be based on literature that will be available to applicants
once they submit and pay the application fee. A set of questions will also be provided to
applicants so that they can check approximately what the tests will look like. Therefore, there
will be no need to arrange preparation courses.

Fridrichova: She stated that she agrees with the proposed change; however, she is concerned
that the proposed change will not be the right way to achieve the desired goal.

Dean: Noted that applicant numbers will be tracked and we will monitor the quality of students.
If the admissions process does not work, we will reopen the admissions debate. At this time,
we need to set up an admissions process that can be staffed.

Horak: Opened the vote on the motion on the floor.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU discussed and approved the Terms and Conditions of the
admission procedure at the FSS MU in the academic year 2022/23 as attached to the minutes.
