Kasparova: Podotkla, Zze pfedlozena vyro€ni zprava je hodné &tiva. ProCetla ji celou a bavilo ji
to, bylo to dobré ¢teni.

Pelikan: Za vyro¢ni zpravou je vidét spousta prace. Nedivi se uvazovani, zda v této ¢innosti
pokraCovat. S&m ma aktualni zkuSenost s pfipravou vyrocni zpravy. Tyto dokumenty vSak také

odrazi transparentnost, participaci, coz je potfeba také zvazit.

Velicka Zapletalova: Odvétila, ze se stale vice rozrlista vyroéni zprava MU, jako fakulta
dodavame ¢€im dal vic informaci. Vydavanim vlastni vyro€ni zpravy je zdvojujeme.

Balik: Sladili jsme alespori to, ze sbirame podklady sou¢asné. Dfiv tomu tak nebylo. Pofad ale
premys$lime, zda to ma skute¢né ten efekt, ze nas nékdo najde na webu a chce spolupracovat
na zakladé vyro¢ni zpravy.

The agenda was unanimously approved by the present FSS MU AS members.

Opening

Chair of the Senate Vojtisek: He welcomed everyone present. He reminded that dr. Petra
Mlejnkové had resigned her membership in the Senate and the presidency of the Academic
Chamber at the meeting on 24 June 2024. Dr. Jitka Navratilova was elected as the new Vice-
Chair of the Senate and Chair of the Academic Chamber of the AS FSS MU.

Prof. Petr Macek was called from among the alternates and accepted the position of a member
of the Academic Chamber of the AS FSS MU. The Chair wished prof. Macek good luck.

The proposed programme was then unanimously approved.
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1) FSS MU Annual Report 2023

Velitka Zapletalova: She reported that the faculty management is presenting a document similar
to previous years. The emphasis is on cooperation with secondary schools, the third role of the
university, life within the faculty.

Dean Balik: Added that several years ago the faculty stopped printing annual reports as they
no longer function as important promotional material. Annual reports are now posted on the
university website. We are saving money, so the established graphics also remain. We are
looking at the way forward for the next few years. Some faculties do not prepare annual reports
at all, they are only part of the MU annual report.

Kasparova: She noted that the annual report presented is very readable. She read the whole
thing and enjoyed it, it was a good read.

Pelikan: There is a lot of work behind the annual report. He does not wonder whether to continue
this work. He himself has actual experience of preparing an annual report. However, these
documents also reflect transparency, participation, which also needs to be considered.

Velicka Zapletalova: She reported that MU's annual report is growing, as faculty we are adding
more and more information. By publishing our own annual report, we are duplicating them.

Balik: We have at least reconciled that we are collecting materials at the same time. That wasn't
the case before. But we're still wondering if it really has the effect of someone finding us on the
web and wanting to collaborate based on the annual report.

Macek: He asked why it takes so long to release the annual report?

Balik: The economic deadline is at the end of May. Normally we approve the annual report in
June, but we missed the June Faculty Senate meeting.

VoijtiSek: He opened the voting.

Resolution: The FSS MU AS discussed and approved the FSS MU Annual Report for 2023 as
attached to the minutes.

2) Conditions of the admission procedure at FSS MU in the academic year 2024/2025 - PERD,
PERNn

Souralova: The submitted material builds on the conditions approved in June - admission
requirements for all study programmes at all levels. The admission conditions for the Bachelor's
programme in Personnel Development and Employment (PERb) and the Master's programme
in Personnel and Organisational Development (PERnN) could not have been approved in June,
as they were approved by the MU Internal Evaluation Board only last week, for a maximum
duration of seven years and without major comments. Therefore, this item is only being
submitted to the Senate now so that it can be approved before 1 November, when the
admissions procedure for the Bachelor's programme will start (for the NMgr. programme from
1 January 2025).

VoijtiSek: He opened the debate. No one joined the discussion, so he opened the voting.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU discussed and approved the Terms and Conditions of the
admission procedure at the FSS MU in the academic year 2024/25 for the PERb and PERnN
programmes in the wording attached to the minutes.

3) Miscellaneous
a) Elections to the Senate of the Czech Republic

Balik: He said that he did not want to pretend that nothing had happened - on 28 September he
was elected Senator for the Sumperk and Jesenik region in the elections to the Senate of the
Parliament of the Czech Repubilic.

Before the results were counted, various guaranteed reports were already circulating through
the faculty about when he would quit as Dean. The Dean confirmed what he had spoken about
earlier: he is ready to continue to carry out his mandate with the help of the Vice-Deans. He is
not in the habit of walking away from the work he has been given, but at the same time he is
not in the habit of doing things by halves. He therefore asked for feedback from those present -
if both functions could not be managed, he was prepared to end his term as Dean early.
However, he does not anticipate doing so at this time. He knows from communication with other
senators that it should be manageable.

VojtiSek: Congratulated on his election to the position. He added that senate members can
contact the chairs of their respective chambers if they have feedback.

Senate members added their congratulations.
VojtiSek: Asked if the scheduled meeting schedule would be affected.

Balik: The fall semester schedule will not be affected; further, a workable compromise will be
found. Mondays as advisory days will likely change. He is unable to say more at this time, but
everything will be by agreement. He considers the Faculty Senate meeting to be the most
important meeting.

b) Digital revalidation of ISIC cards

Poléak: He raised a university-wide topic, the end of revalidation stickers on physical ISIC cards.
Now revalidation of cards is only possible digitally, through an app. The change is justified by
the fact that students themselves are calling for it. However, it is not sure if all students see this
as a change for the better. He would like an email to be sent out to FSS on behalf of the Senate
to advise them of this change. He would also like if a poll or survey could be created to see how
students view this change. Students should also know the reasons why this is happening.

Balik: Asked what is the main argument?

Polak: He replied that the pass is only available on the smartphone after revalidation. The mobile
phone can run out of power, when travelling late in the evening this can be a problem.
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Additionally, some students may not have a smart phone. Fare discounts are only available for
ISIC cards.

Souralova: She noted that an email has already been sent out informing current students of this
change. The information is also posted on the website. If this is not sufficient, we can work with
the Communications Department to expand the information further.

Any survey would be senate, not faculty management. This is a university issue, and it is the
students who should be the ones to discuss it. If they need help, that is certainly possible. A
mass email can be sent, the communications department and the head of the student affairs
department can help with this.

It has been reported from the study department that students come uninformed, however
information has indeed been sent out to students.

Polak: Thanked for the information.
¢) Moving up the deadline for course registration

KasSparova: She reported that at the end of the semester, students were visiting her and asking
her to enter their grade, stating that they needed to register for courses. Faculty starts
registration early, others start July 1 or July 8 if the exam period is closed.

Balik: Clarified that for other faculties, the exam period is not closed at this time.
Kasparova: Asked if the date can be moved?

Souralova: We are somewhere in the middle among the other faculties. She can't imagine
registration starting on July 1 - students are on vacation and will be registering for courses
remotely. We have boundaries on where we can move, nothing is stopping the change.
However, she is skeptical of it. She envisions 3900 students starting to register for courses at
the beginning of July and sees a problem. She addressed the student representatives.

Dovala: Thanked for bringing up the topic. He noted problems at KPSY with students who fell
into this third wave. They had enough credits, but they had not been enrolled yet. Then they
had difficulty and couldn't get into the courses and had to apply for waivers.

Balik: It makes a difference whether these are students who took the exam on June 16 or
June 1. The results should be in within seven business days. These are two different situations
where the instructors would not have to fulfill their obligations under the Study and Examination
Regulations.

He asked if the number of credits was a requirement for registration?

Souralova: It is not just the 20 credits, but the number of credits a student has to have to get in
the priority wave.

Balik: Thanked, the faculty management will address the topic. For his part, he sees it as a very
bad solution to have course registration start on July 1. He knows students he is at camp with,
running around the hillside looking for a signal to successfully make registration. He can
envision a date such as June 25 to make it more convenient. However, help will be needed to
cultivate faculty conditions and responsibilities regarding timely enroliment. He reads the
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surveys, sees it there and is sorry. If this is a systemic problem somewhere, the administration
needs to see about it.

Macek: Followed up: on KPSY it is sometimes a problem. But it's not that someone didn't post
grades on time, somewhere it's the result of completing three other things - term papers, etc.
There is a lot of pressure from students. It's not that they don't want to cooperate, but sometimes
it's complicated (e.g. students sometimes go to the second term). So, according to him, it is
necessary to fine-tune the information on both sides.

Balik: He said that there are also faculties where course registration starts on 3 June. He asked
Vice-Dean for Studies A. Souralova that the schedule be changed for next semester.

Kasparova: Agrees with Peter Macek. She participated in the state exams and had to stagger
the exams so that they were not until the second half of June. She was sorry, it was not fair to
the students.

VoijtiSek: He asked if this only applies to June or also to February?
Balik: Also February, but there is no problem of holidays.

Dovala: Thanked that this topic is being addressed. He wondered whether to change the
conditions, e.g., to make course registration conditional on the current semester, not on the
number of credits.

Balik: We are now connecting two levels: we can do something about the term as faculty. But
we can't do anything about the terms; that needs to be addressed at the university level. He
wished good luck in reconciling the terms and perspectives of different faculty who have the
system set up differently and may not understand what we are trying to do.

VojtiSek: Summarized - Senate members will prepare a mass email regarding digital revalidation
of ISIC cards. Vice-Dean Souralova will ensure that course registration deadlines are moved
up.

He then closed the meeting.
