Monografie Terminologies, lexical hierarchies and other configurations se zabyvéa hierarchickymi
systémy lexikalnich jednotek, zejména ve védeckych terminologiich. Zahrnuje vysledky vyzkumu
z disertacni prace Lexical Hierarchies in the Scientific Terminology, doplnéné Sirokym Gvodem do
typologie lexikalnich a sémantickych vztahl a prehledem riznych vétvenych i nevétvenych
hierarchii, sérii a jinych lexikalnich konfiguraci. Prace analyzuje zasady tvorby terminologickych
klasifikacnich hierarchii a identifikuje sémantické vztahy mezi nadfazenymi a podfazenymi terminy
i mezi terminy na stejné Grovni. Konkrétni morfologické a onomatologické vlastnosti rliznych
jazykd ovliviiuji soustavny charakter vyslednych lexikalnich hierarchii, ac¢koli se konceptudlni
systémy shoduji.

The focus of the monograph Terminologies, lexical hierarchies and other configurations is on
hierarchical systems of lexical items, particularly in scientific terminologies. It includes research
outcomes from the dissertation Lexical Hierarchies in the Scientific Terminology, supplemented
with a broad introduction to the typology of lexical and semantic relations and to a variety of
branching and non-branching hierarchies, proportional series and other types of lexical
configurations. It analyses the principles of formation of terminological classificatory hierarchies
and identifies sense relations between items at superordinate and subordinate levels, and those at
the same level. Specific morphological and onomatological properties of different languages
influence consistency of corresponding lexical hierarchies, altghough the conceptual systems are
identical.

Monografie Terminologies, lexical hierarchies and other configurations (Terminologie, lexikalni
hierarchie a jiné konfigurace) se zabyva hierarchickymi systémy lexikalnich jednotek, zejména ve
védeckych terminologiich. Zahrnuje nékteré vysledky vyzkumu z dfivéjsi disertacni prace Lexical
Hierarchies in the Scientific Terminology (Lexikalni hierarchie ve védecké terminologii), které jsou
doplnény S$iroce pojatym Uvodem do typologie lexikalnich a sémantickych vztaht a prehledem
rGznych vétvenych i nevétvenych hierarchii, sérii a jinych lexikalnich konfiguraci. Prace analyzuje
zasady tvorby terminologickych klasifikacnich hierarchii a identifikuje sémantické vztahy mezi
nadfazenymi a podfazenymi terminy i mezi terminy na stejné hierarchické arovni. Jsou
porovnavany analogické hierarchie anglické, Ceské a latinské. Ackoli védecké hierarchie odrazeji
v podstaté totoznou objektivni realitu, konkrétni morfologické a onomatologické vlastnosti riznych
jazykl vyznamné ovliviiuji soustavny a transparentni charakter vyslednych lexikalnich hierarchii.
Analytickéd &ast monografie srovnava tvoreni termind v angli¢tiné a &eéting, pricemz zdlrazfiuje
rozdily mezi hierarchiemi taxonomickymi a meronomickymi, jejich vyssimi a nizSimi drovnémi a
mezi terminologickymi hierarchiemi v pfirodnich a spolecenskych védach.

The focus of the monograph Terminologies, lexical hierarchies and other configurations is on
hierarchical systems of lexical items, particularly in scientific terminologies. It includes some of the
research outcomes from the dissertation Lexical Hierarchies in the Scientific Terminology, which
are supplemented with a broadly conceived introduction to the typology of lexical and semantic
relations and to a variety of branching and non-branching hierarchies, proportional series and other
types of lexical configurations. It analyses the principles of formation of terminological classificatory
hierarchies and identifies sense relations between items at superordinate and subordinate levels, as
well as between those at the same level. Analogous hierarchies have been compared in English,
Czech and Latin terminologies. Although a virtually identical objective reality is reflected in
scientific terminological hierarchies, specific morphological and onomatological properties of
different languages influence considerably the consistency and transparency of corresponding



lexical hierarchies. The analytic section of the monograph draws a comparison between formation
of terms in English and in Czech, emphasising differences between taxonomies and meronomies,
superordinate and subordinate taxonomic levels, and hierarchies in natural and social sciences.
