Study plan

The study of the chosen study programmes is carried out through the study plans selected by the
applicant. These are actually a combination of compulsory courses, selective courses, and elective
courses. The curriculum can take two forms: single-subject study, single-subject study with
specialization.

Single-subject studies

A course of study in which the student has a clearly defined list of required courses, which s/he
completes from a menu of compulsory electives and elective courses. Compared to studies with a
specialization, it usually differs in that it allows the student greater freedom in the choice of
compulsory and selective subjects.

ENTRANCE EXAM

Recognition of foreign secondary education and qualifications

The condition for admission to study as specified in the Directive is the completion of a secondary
education with a school-leaving examination.

The possibilities to prove your education are listed below:
1. Graduates from a European School

2. Applicants who completed secondary education in one of the countries with the
equivalence agreement
(Slovakia, Hungary, Germany, Poland, Slovenia)

3. Other applicants (do not fall into any of the above categories)

a. aforeign certificate proving the completion of secondary education abroad
(verification)

b. adocument of general recognition of foreign secondary education in the Czech
Republic (nostrification)

1. Graduates from a European School

Applicants who graduated from one of European Schools operating under the Convention Defining
the Statute of the European Schools, shall submit a certificate of the European Baccalaureate.
This certificate is automatically considered as equal to a Czech school- leaving certificate.

2. Applicants who completed secondary education in one of the countries with the
equivalence agreement (Slovakia, Hungary, Germany, Poland, Slovenia)

If you completed secondary education in Slovakia, Hungary, Germany, Poland, or Slovenia and an
equivalence agreement concluded with the Czech Republic applies to your certificate of foreign
secondary education, you shall directly submit this foreign document.

3 a. Submitting a foreign certificate of foreign secondary education - verification

You can prove your secondary education completed abroad directly by submitting a foreign
certificate of foreign secondary education, as the case may be, supplemented with other
documents required by the faculty. The faculty shall verify that you are entitled to follow your
secondary education with Bachelor’s studies. Such verification may be subject to a fee.

The verification shall only apply for the purposes of admissions procedure at the faculty that made
the verification; this is not a confirmation of equivalence of education. The advantage of the
verification over the general recognition of foreign secondary education in the Czech Republic,
made by Regional Authorities, is mainly that the process takes less time.

3b. Submitting a document of general recognition of foreign secondary education in the
Czech Republic - nostrification

A completion of a foreign secondary education can be proved by submitting a document of
general recognition of foreign secondary education in the Czech Republic. The recognition is
performed by Regional Authorities. More information about obtaining this document, and contact
details are to be found here.

1. Recognition of education by so-called nostrification

In the Czech Republic, recognition of foreign higher education and qualifications is based on
comparing the extent and contents of the foreign higher education with degree programmes of a
similar focus accredited in CR. The object of the recognition process is a foreign higher education
as well as a diploma.

Authorities assessing foreign higher education and qualifications
- A public higher education institution (HEI) with a similar degree programme accredited
in the Czech Republic. Relevant institutions can be found e.qg. in the list of accredited study
programmes of the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports of the CR (Czech only). A list of
public higher education institutions in the Czech Republic is also available on the Ministry's
website.

- The Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports of the CR:

o In case of doubts, the Ministry appoints the respective HEI to assess the
gualification, or makes the decision itself.

o Acts as an appellate body for rejected applications.

- The Ministry of Defence and Armed Forces of the CR — decides on the recognition of
foreign higher education related to military education.

- The Ministry of the Interior of the CR — decides on the recognition of foreign higher
education related to security service.

2. Applicants who completed secondary education in one of the countries with the
equivalence agreement (Slovakia, Hungary, Germany, Poland, Slovenia)

The Czech Republic is bound by bilateral agreements on mutual recognition of educational
gualifications with Hungary, the Republic of Poland, the Republic of Slovenia and the Federal
Republic of Germany. Wordings of all above mentioned bilateral agreements are available in the
Bilateral agreements on mutual recognition of educational qualifications section.

Hungary, Poland, Slovenia

Holders of Hungarian, Polish or Slovenian educational qualifications associated with the
above stated agreements may make use of such documents in the Czech Republic directly and
thus are not required to apply for the recognition of foreign higher education and qualifications in
accordance with Sections 89 and 90 of the Act No. 111/1998 Coll., on Higher Education Institutions
and on Modification and Amendment of Other Acts (The Higher Education Act).

If necessary, the recognition of foreign higher education and qualifications shall be processed by a
competent recognition authority, namely public higher education institution (university) with a
similar degree programme accredited in the Czech Republic or the Ministry of Defence or the
Ministry of Interior.

The bilateral agreement between the Czech Republic and the Republic of Slovenia does not
apply to holders of educational qualifications in Bachelor's degree programmes. Graduates
of Slovenian Bachelor's degree programmes must always apply for the recognition of foreign
higher education and qualifications, namely public higher education institution (university) with a
similar degree programme accredited in the Czech Republic or the Ministry of Defence or the
Ministry of Interior. This procedure is detailed in the general information on the recognition of
foreign higher education and qualifications.

Germany

Holders of German educational qualifications must submit an application for the recognition of
foreign higher education and qualifications to a competent recognition authority, namely public
higher education institution (university) with a similar degree programme accredited in the Czech
Republic or the Ministry of Defence or the Ministry of Interior.

Slovakia

On 28 March 2015, a government Agreement (Czech only) between the Czech Republic and
the Slovak Republic on the mutual recognition of educational documents issued in the
Czech Republic and the Slovak Republic entered into force, thereby replacing the previous
bilateral agreement with the Slovak Republic (Agreement between the government of the Czech
Republic and the government of the Slovak Republic on the mutual recognition of educational
documents issued in the Czech Republic and the Slovak Republic, Prague, 23 March 2001, No.
33/2001 Coll. of International Treaties, in force as of 23 March 2001).

According to the new agreement, higher education diplomas issued in the Czech Republic
and higher education diplomas issued in the Slovak Republic (covered by the agreement)
continue to be recognized as equivalent. Slovak diploma holders are therefore not required to
undergo a recognition procedure in order to use their diplomas in the Czech Republic.
Simultaneously, the Czech Republic and the Slovak Republic continue to consider higher
education acquired and higher education diplomas issued by the Czech and Slovak Federative

Republic (i.e. from 1 January 1993) until 27 March 2015 as automatically equivalent (i.e. no further
action is required).

The new agreement does not apply to Slovak higher education documents issued following
the completion of Slovak higher education implemented outside the territory of the Slovak
Republic or to Czech higher education documents issued following the completion of Czech
higher education implemented outside the territory of the Czech Republic.

3. Recognition of foreign higher education and qualifications from the Slovak Republic
Slovak higher education documentation holders may, if necessary, submit an application for the
recognition of foreign higher education and qualifications (e.g. in order to facilitate further studies or
employment in the Czech Republic) by a public higher education institution in the Czech Republic
with similar degree programmes.

Admission to study program will be offered to those applicants selected by the Department's
Entrance Exam Committee, based on a complex evaluation of the applicant's language skills,
academic record, recommendations, and motivation.

Visual Cultures and Art History

Eligibility Criteria
This degree program is open to:

1. Students of the Department of Art History at MU who have had excellent results in the
defense of their Bachelor’s thesis (evaluation A—B) are admitted to the follow-up master’s
program without admission interview.

2. If a student from another program or another university applies, he/she should present a
written motivational letter, explaining the reasons for his/her interest to study in the
Department of Art History. Furthermore, he/she must have successfully defended a B.A. in
art history or in other related disciplines, with an excellent evaluation of his/her thesis (A—
B), and with a focus on the Mediterranean, Caucasian, Euro-American art and visual
cultures. He/she will then undergo an oral examination by a committee of the Department of
Art History professors.

The evaluation of the applications will be done in two steps:



1. Evaluation of the submitted documents (Motivation letter, B.A. thesis in format PDF, a
written evaluation of the thesis by the supervisor, copy of the B.A. or equivalent degree).

2. Interview.

During the interview, the candidate will present her/himself as well as her/his intellectual path. The
general assessment of the commission is based on the overall evaluation of the following criteria:

¢ the candidate will explain the reasons for her/his decision to join the Department of Art
History at MU, she/he should show her/his familiarity with the research and intellectual
objectives of the Department and its units;

¢ the interview will be held in English, but at least passive knowledge of the other main
languages of scholarly research in the visual arts, i.e., German, Italian, French, and
possibly Spanish and Russian are additional positive points;

e the evaluation of the student’s written bachelor’s thesis at her/his home institution also has
informative value for admission;

e part of the admissions procedure is the determination of the specialization the student
chooses and a project assessment of the future MA thesis. For this last point, the
admission procedure features a brief defense of the intended further and a presentation of
the potential thesis project.

Modern Greek Language and Literature

Eligibility Criteria

This fee-paying degree program is open to those holding a Bachelor's degree in a field related to
Greek philology (Modern, Byzantine, Ancient Greek, Mediterranean studies, etc.) from an
institution of higher education in the Czech Republic or abroad. Fluency in Modern Greek (at least
at the B2 level of the Common European Framework of Reference for Language, to be tested
during the oral interview) is necessary.

Terms of Admission

1. Meet the eligibility criteria set out in the paragraph above. If the applicant does not hold a
Bachelor's degree in Modern Greek Studies or is not a native speaker of Greek, his/her
language skills should be demonstrated by submitting one of the following documents:

e alanguage certificate proving his/her knowledge of Greek (at least at the B2 level of
the CEFR),

e atranscript of completed language courses in Modern Greek.

Digital Culture and Creative Industries

Eligibility Criteria

Only university graduates of Master's degree programmes with a corresponding or similar
specialization can be admitted to the doctoral study programme (full-time or combined mode) after
passing an entrance examination.

The admission procedure takes a form of an oral examination:
e The applicant introduces a research proposal for a doctoral dissertation and the
discussion is held in order to evaluate their professional preparedness and motivation for
doctoral studies. The research project should be 6 to 10 standard pages long.



e The previous professional and creative activities of the applicant are evaluated and
discussed too.

e The knowledge of English at least at the B2 level of the European classification is tested.

Evaluation:
The applicant can earn a maximum of 100 points. The minimum number of points for admission to
study is 70. The candidate is evaluated in the following areas:

e Dissertation project (max. 50 points);
e Professional readiness (max. 25 points);

e Motivation to study and compliance of the research project with the professional focus of
the department (max. 25 points).

The applicant is informed about the outcome of the admission procedure in a written form, via an
e-mail.

Examination board:

An examination board is established for the entrance examination. It consists of the chairman and
at least two other members of the Board of the study subject. At the entrance examination, the
research proposal for the doctoral thesis will be primarily discussed with the applicant; the
theoretical and methodological knowledge related to the project will be tested in the form of an
interview; the candidate will have the opportunity to comment on the submitted CV.

Applicants who cannot attend the entrance exam in Brno will have to attend a Skype interview.
