(I am doing and | do)

We use continuous forms for actions and happenings that have started but not finished (they are
eating / it is raining etc.). Some verbs (for example, know and like) are not normally used in this
way. We don’t say ‘I am knowing’ or ‘they are liking’; we say ‘I know’, ‘thev like'.

The following verbs are not normally used in the present continuous:

(I have done and | did)

Tom is looking for his kev. He can’t ind 1.

This means that he doesn’t have his kev now.

Now Tom has found his kev. He has it now.
Has he lost his kev?  No, he has found ir.
Did he lose his kev?  Yes, he did.

He lost his key (past simple) .

but now he has found it. (present perfect)

The present perfect (something has happened) is a present tense. It always tells us about the
situation #ow. ‘“Tom has lost his key’ = he doesn’t have his key now (see Unit 7).

The past simple (something happened) tells us only about the past. If somebody says “Tom lost
his key’, this doesn’t tell us whether he has the key now or not. It tells us only that he lost his
key at some time in the past.

Do not use the present perfect if the situation now is different. Compare:
00 They’ve gone away. They’ll be back on Friday. (they are away now)
They went away, but I think they’re back at home now. (not They've gone)

O It has stopped raining now, so we don’t need the umbrella. (it isn’t raining 7o)
It stopped raining for a while, but now it’s raining again. (not It has stopped)

m You can use the present perfect for new or recent happenings:
O ‘I've repaired the TV. It’s working OK now." ‘Oh, that’s good.’

Tomorrow I’'m going to look for somewhere else
to stay.

Often the difference is very small and either form is possible.

We use I'll (= I will) when we decide to do something at the time of speaking:

We use can to say that something is possible or allowed, or that somebody has the ability to do
something. We use can + infinitive (can do / can see etc.):

The negative forms are may not and might not (mightn’t):

00 There might not be enough time to discuss everything at the meeting. (= perhaps there
will not be enough time)

Compare will and may/might:
0 I’ll be late this evening. (for sure)
O I may/might be late this evening. (possible)

‘ Usually you can use may or might. So you can say:

O I may go to Ireland. or I might go to Ireland.
0 Jane might be able to help you. or Jane may be able to help you.

But we use only might (#ot may) when the situation is not real:

0 If I were in Tom’s position, [ might look for another job.
The situation here is not real because I am not in Tom’s position (so I'm not going to look for
another job). May is not possible in this example.

There is also a continuous form: may/might be -ing. Compare this with will be -ing:

Remember that:

The form is ‘had better’ (usually ‘I'd better / you’d better’ etc. in spoken English).
C I’d better phone Carol, hadn’t I?

Had is normally past, but the meaning of had better is present or future, not past.

We say ‘I'd better do’ (not to do).
O It might rain. We’d better take an umbrella. (#ot We’d better to take)

m Had better and should

Had better is similar to should but not exactly the same. We use had better only for a specific
situation (not for things in general). You can use should in all types of situations to give an
opinion or give advice:

0 It’s late. You’d better go. / You should go. (a specific situation)

0 You're always at home. You should go out more often. (in general — 7ot *had better go’)

Also, with had better, there is always a danger or a problem if you don’t follow the advice.
Should only means ‘it is a good thing to do’. Compare:

0 It’s a great film. You should go and see it. (but no problem if you don’t)

0 The film starts at 8.30. You’d better go now or you’ll be late.

It’s time ...

You can say It’s time (for somebody) to ... :
0 It’s time to go home. / It’s time for us to go home.

But you can also say:
0 I’ late. It’s time we went home.
Here we use the past (went), but the meaning is present, not past:
0 It’s 10 o’clock and he’s still in bed. It’s time he got up. (not It’s time he gets up)

It’s time you did something = you should have already done it or started it. We often use this
structure to criticise or to complain:
0 It’s time the children were in bed. It’s long after their bedtime.
0 You’re very selfish. It’s time you realised that you’re not the most important person in
the world.

You can also say It’s about time ... . This makes the criticism stronger:
O Jack is a great talker. But it’s about time he did something instead of just talking.

Sometimes would/wouldn’t is the past of will/won’t. Compare:

0 L1z: Damn! The car won't start. — Liz was annoved because her car wouldn't start.

Somebody wouldn’t do something = he/she refused to do it:

You can say ‘I wish you luck / every success / a happy birthday’ etc. :

We say ‘wish somebody something’ (luck / a happy birthday etc.). But you cannot ‘wish that
something happens’. We use hope in this sitnation. For example:

We also use wish to say that we regret something, that something is not as we would like it.

O I wish you didn’t have to go so soon. (you have to go)
[ Do you wish you lived near the sea? (you don'’t live near the sea)

To say that we regret something in the past, we use wish + had ... (had known / had said) etc. :
00 1 wish I'd known about the party. I would have gone if I'd known. (I didn’t know)
00 It was a stupid thing to say. I wish I hadn’t said it. (I said it)

I wish I could (do something) = I regret that I cannor do it:

0 Paul and Karen had all their money stolen while they were on holiday.
This does not mean that they arranged for somebody to steal their money. ‘They had all their
money stolen’ means only: ‘All their money was stolen from them’.

With this meaning, we use have something done to say that something happens to somebody or
their belongings. Usually what happens is not nice:

It is not always necessary to change the verb in reported speech. If you report something and
the situation hasn’t changed, you do not need to change the verb to the past:
O direct Paul said, ‘My new job is very interesting.’
reported Paul said that his new job is very interesting.
(The situation hasn’t changed. His job is still interesting.)

O direct Helen said, ‘I want to go to New York next year.’
reported Helen told me that she wants to go to New York next year.
(Helen still wants to go to New York next year.)

You can also change the verb to the past:

But if you are reporting a finished situation, you must use a past verb:

Some singular nouns are often used with a plural verb. For example:
audience committee  company family firm government staff  team

These nouns are all groups of people. We often think of them as a number of people (= they),
not as one thing (= it). So we often use a plural verb:
0 The government (= they) want to increase taxes.
01 The staff at the school (= they) are not happy with their new working conditions.
In the same way, we often use a plural verb after the name of a sports team or a company:
0 Italy are playing Brazil next week (in a football match).
[0 Shell have increased the price of petrol.
A singular verb (The government wants ... / Shell has ... etc.) is also possible.

We use a plural verb with police:
1 The police are investigating the murder, but haven’t arrested anyone ver.
(not The police is ... hasn’t)
Note that we say a police officer / a policeman / a policewoman (not a police).

We do not often use the plural of person (‘persons’). We normally use people (a plural word):

You can use two nouns together (noun + noun) to mean one thing/person/idea etc. For example:
a tennis ball a bank manager a road accident income tax the city centre

The first noun is like an adjective. It tells us what kind of thing/person/idea etc. For example:

a tennis ball = a ball used to play tennis

a road accident = an accident that happens on the road
income tax = tax that you pay on your income

the water temperature = the temperature of the water
a London doctor = a doctor from London

my life story = the story of my life

So you can say: ;
a television camera a television programme a television studio a television producer
(these are all different things or people to do with television)
language problems marriage problems health problems work problems
(these are all different kinds of problems)

Compare:
garden vegetables (= vegetables that are grown in a garden)
a vegetable garden (= a garden where vegetables are grown)

Sometimes the first word ends in -ing. Usually these are things used for doing something:
a frying pan (= a pan for frying) a washing machine a swimming pool a dining room

We use -s (apostrophe + s) mostly for people or animals:
0 Tom’s computer isn’t working. (not the computer of Tom)
1 How old are Chris’s children? (not the children of Chris)
1 What’s (= What is) your sister’s name?
0 What’s Tom’s sister’s name?
O Be careful. Don't step on the cat’s tail.

Note that you can use -’s without a following noun:
0 This isn’t my book. It’s my sister’s. (= my sister’s book)

We do not always use -’s for people. For example, we would use of ... in this sentence:
01 What was the name of the man who phoned you? (‘the man who phoned you’ is too
long to be followed by -’s)

Note that we say a woman’s hat (= a hat for a woman), a boy’s name (= a name for a boy),
a bird’s egg (= an egg laid by a bird) etc.

With a singular noun we use -’s:
my sister’s room (= her room — one sister) Mr Carter’s house (= his house)

With a plural noun (sisters, friends etc.) we put an apostrophe at the end of the word (-s):
my sisters’ room (= their room — two or more sisters)
the Carters’ house (= their house — Mr and Mrs Carter)

If a plural noun does not end in -s (for example men/women/children/people) we use -'s:
the men’s changing room a children’s book (= a book for children)

Note that you can use -’ after more than one noun:
Jack and Karen’s wedding Mr and Mrs Carter’s house

For things, ideas etc., we normally use of (... of the book / ... of the restaurant etc.):
the door of the garage (not the garage’s door)
the name of the book the owner of the restaurant

Sometimes the structure noun + noun is possible (see Unit 80):
the garage door  the restaurant owner

We say the beginning/end/middle of ... , the top/bottom of ... , the front/back/side of ... :
the beginning of the month (#ot the month’s beginning)
the top of the hill the back of the car

You can usually use -’s or of ... for an organisation (= a group of people). So vou can say:
the government’s decision or the decision of the government
the company’s success or the success of the company

It is also possible to use -’s for places. So you can say:
the city’s streets the world’s population Italy’s prime minister

You can also use -s with time expressions (vesterday / next week etc.):
£ Do you still have yesterday’s newspaper?
O Next week’s meeting has been cancelled.
In the same way, you can say today’s / tomorrow’s / this evening’s / Monday’s etc.

We also use -’ (or -s” with plural words) with periods of time:
0 I've got a week’s holiday starting on Monday.
1 Julia has got three weeks’ holiday.
1 I live near the station — it’s only about ten minutes” walk.

Good is an adjective. The adverb is well:

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Quite, pretty, rather and fairly

You can use quite/pretty/rather/fairly + adjectives or adverbs. So you can say:
0 It’s quite cold. It’s pretty cold. It’s rather cold. It's fairly cold.

Quite/pretty/rather/fairly = less than ‘very’ but more than ‘a little’.

Quite and pretty are very similar in meaning:
0 You'll need a coat when you go out. It’s quite cold / pretty cold. (= less than ‘very cold’,
but more than ‘a little cold’)
0O I'm surprised you haven’t heard of her. She’s quite famous / pretty famous.
01 Amanda lives quite near me, so we see each other pretty often.
Pretty is an informal word and is used mainly in spoken English.

Quite goes before a/an: )
0 We live in quite an old house. (not a quite old house)
Compare:
0 Sally has quite a good job.
Sally has a pretty good job.

You can also use quite (but not pretty) in the following ways:
quite a/an + noun (without an adjective):
0 I didn’t expect to see them. It was quite a surprise. (= quite a big surprise)
quite a lot (of ...):
1 There were quite a lot of people at the meeting.
quite + verb, especially like and enjoy:
0 I quite like tennis, but it’s not my favourite sport.

Rather is similar to quite and pretty. We often use rather for negative ideas:
1 The weather isn’t so good. It’s rather cloudy,
1 Paul is rather shy. He doesn’t talk very much.

Quite and prerty are also possible in rthese examples.

When we use rather for positive ideas (good/nice etc.), it means ‘unusually’ or ‘surprisingly’:
1 These oranges are rather good. Where did you get them?

Fairly is weaker than quite/rather/pretty. For example, if something is fairly good, it is not very
good and it could be better:

0 My room is fairly big, but I'd prefer a bigger one.

1 We see each other fairly often, but not as often as we used to.

Quite also means ‘completely’. For example:
O “‘Are you sure?’  ‘Yes, quite sure.” (= completely sure)

Quite means ‘completely’ with a number of adjectives, especially:

sure right true clear different incredible amazing
certain wrong safe obvious  unnecessary extraordinary  impossible
[ She was quite different from what I expected. (= completely different)

0 Everything they said was quite true. (= completely true)

We also use quite (= completely) with some verbs. For example:
