protoze se jedna o podminku realnou (uskuteCnitelnou); misto toho se vyuziva podminka
druha (pfitomna), ktera casto vyjadfuje budoucnost pribéhovym tvarem -ing (poznamka:
ne kazdy —ing tvar znamena budoucnost, muze se samoziejmé jednat o pouhé trvani déje)

z podstaty podminkovych vét vyplyva, ze odkazuje-li sloveso do minulosti (k minulému
déji), pouziva se tzv. tfeti podminka; pokud vsak sloveso v mixed conditionals odkazuje do
pfitomnosti ¢i budoucnosti (viz vyse), pouziva se tzv. druhda podminka; odkazuje-li tedy
kazda cast (véta) souvéti do jiného casu logicky i gramaticky (tj. kazda z téchto vét
pouZiva jiny typ podminkové véty = jedna véta obsahuje druhou podminku a druha véta
tret{ podminku), je mozné nazvat takovéto mixed conditionals pravymi:

If I weren’t going on a business trip next week, I would have accepted
that new assignment at work.

do budoucnosti, avsak jak jiz bylo feceno vyse, pro gramaticky se pro vyjadfen{ nerealné
pfitomnosti i budoucnosti vyuziva druha podminka; tudiz se jedna o Cistou druhou
podminku (tj. minuly ¢as po If, v hlavni vété pak would s piitomnym infinitivem):
