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This systematic review examines the impact of artificial intelligence on the labor market by analyzing the 

literature from 2015 to 2020. The authors identify six different areas in which AI affects the labor 

market, including job displacement, new job creation, and changes in skill requirements. The study 

highlights the need for policymakers and businesses to consider the potential consequences of AI 

implementation on the workforce. 
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This meta-analysis investigates the relationship between social media use and mental health. The 

authors analyzed 70 studies published from 2009 to 2019 and found that social media use was 

associated with negative mental health outcomes such as depression, anxiety, and loneliness. However, 

the study also suggests that the relationship between social media use and mental health is complex 

and that more research is needed to fully understand this relationship.
