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Download Coverage Saves

You a Load of Worry

One third of home insurers do not cover
downloads, a leading consumer protection
organization is warning.

Music fans risk losing thousands of pounds worth
of digital music because their household contents
insurer does not protect downloaded material,
according to Fairplay for Consumers.

A survey found that a third of leading home
insurers’ standard policies do not offer any form
of digital information coverage, even though over
100 m tracks are downloaded by UK music lovers
each year. Some insurers offer up to £1,000 in
digital-information coverage and the best-buy
providers offer up to £2,500 worth of cover.

The consumer protection body said: “It's surprising
that, at a time when the popularity of digital
downloads is growing rapidly, insurers aren’t
offering music fans the coverage they need
People who purchase a ot of music digitally
should double-check their insurance policy to
make sure downloads are covered. If they're ot,
we'd recommend switching to a provider that has
entered the digital age.”

However, music fans should check out the costs
of such policies before they take one out. They
should also consider whether it would be cheaper
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to buy an external hard drive - the easiest way to
protect against the loss of downloaded music

Fairplay for Consumers said policies that include
digital downloads in their coverage are usually
those that offer more generous coverage limits and
added extras. They are therefore more expensive

“It's up to consumers to decide whether they
want to pay more for peace of mind. If they
already back up the information on their computer
regularly anyway, they may feel it's not worth the
extra expense”.
