A̶llowing a choice for the economic entity 

U̶sing a price mechanism to regulate economic activity 
p̶rice fixing - e.g. Fees 

Q̶uantity setting - e.g. tradable emission allowances 

 

T̶ypes of economic instruments: 
T̶axes and fees 

S̶ubsidies and subsidies 

T̶radable emission permits 

A̶dvance payment systems 
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Taxes and fees 

Economc measures 

i̶nternalisation of negative externalities 

T̶axes 
F̶iscal function - usually budget revenue 

e̶nvironmental taxes, excise duties 

S̶pecial levies 
E̶nvironmental and fiscal functions - usually a revenue of a special fund 

e̶.g. fees for exceeding emission limits, wastewater discharge fees 

A̶dministrative and user fees 
C̶overage of costs for the use of environmental services 

e̶.g. payments for municipal waste, payment for surface water abstraction 

C̶harges (contributions, levies) 
C̶overage of costs for the possibility of using an environmental service 

e̶.g. contributions to the nuclear account
