Semi-colons ( ; ) are used as a kind of ‘weak’ full stop or ‘strong’ comma in formal writing; in 

informal writing a dash is often used instead.

A dash ( – ) is used to add an afterthought - sometimes. However, do not confuse a dash ( – ) with a 

hyphen! ( - )
