Animace

Jedinou podminkou, abychom mohli film nazvat animovanym je, aby byl sniman po okénku.
Animace pochazi z latinského slova ANIMA [=duSe, dat dusi, oZivit]. K tomu, aby vznikl

animovany film nestaci jen pohybovat pfedmétem, ale je nutné mu dat myslenku (inspirace
napf. zde). Animovat Ize vSe, ¢im se da pohybovat pfed nebo pod kamerou.

V realném filmu snimame realny pohyb, abychom pfi reprodukovani opét ziskali realny
pohyb.

PFi animaci pohyb uméle vytvofime a reprodukci (promitanim) docilujeme iluze pohybu.
Kdyz animujeme pfedmét, pohybujeme s nim pfed kamerou jako celistvym objektem,
animujeme-li kresbu, nemame skute¢ny objekt, kterym bychom mohli hybat. Musime proto
zaroven vytvofit objekt i pohyb, vysledkem je pak animovany film.

Co je pixelace?

Pixelace je druh animace, ktera se fadi mezi tzv. stop-motion neboli pookénkové animace
(frame by frame — faze po fazi). Je to druh animace, kdy animujete zivou bytost. Objektem
animace se pohybuje velmi pomalu. Kazdy drobny pohyb jednoduSe nasnimate objektivem.
Jde o pomérné rychlou animaci, ktera se da vyrobit béhem par hodin.

Passing requirements

This document describes work needed to be completed in order to successfully pass VV052
subject.
Due to new situation caused by COVID-19 we have decided to slightly change requirements
for students due to limited animation capabilities that some of you might experience. New
requirements for passing VV052 are following

e Flipbook - photo or video taken from smarphone is enough

e Cartoon character made from paper

e Short movie created using pixelation technique

Pixelation animation

e Before COVID-19 outbreak the idea was to continue with Cutout animation during the
whole course. Unfortunately we cannot continue this way since it is not the easiest
technique to use at home without proper equipment.

e This new assignment is designed taking into consideration social distancing
constraint and limited equipment needed in order to successfully deliver desired

outcome. Animation should contain some movement of (at least some parts of) a life
being.

Your main aim is to create a short move by utilizing a technique called pixelation

It is enough to capture photos using your smartphone

Pictures should be taken in landscape mode
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“My home, my room, my space, my day”

take either one of them or combination of some of them
movie length - 30 seconds - 1 minute
framerate - 12 frames per second

Animation

The only condition that allows us to call a movie to be animated is that it has to be
captured frame by frame. The word Animation comes from latin word Anima (soul,
give soul, bring to life). In order to create animated movie we do not need only to
move with a subject, but also we need to add some sort of idea or script (e.g. here).
Everything that is visible and moveable in the viewport can be animated.

We are artificially creating a movement during animation that gives us the illusion of
moving. When we are animating a subject, we are moving with it in front of a viewport
as a whole. If we are animating a drawing, we do not have a concrete object to move
with.Therefore we need to create an object and also a movement that gives us an
animation movie.

What is pixelation?

Pixelation is a specific case of stop-motion or frame-by-frame animation
(frame-by-frame means phase after a phase). It is a type of animation where you
animate a living being. Our animation subject is moving very slow. Every slow motion
is easily captured by your camera lens. This technique is not very time consuming.
You can have some decent outcomes within few hours.
