Wh- clauses (structures beginning with what, why, where, how, etc.) are often used at the start of a 

sentence to introduce or draw attention to specific information. This can then be introduced in the second 

half of the sentence with is/are. 

a. What we want to do is to show that there are concerns about … 

b. Where the wind turbines are located is important. 

c. How this can be achieved is still not clear. 

As they clearly signal new information for the listeners, sentences starting with wh- clauses are well suited 

to spoken presentations.
