1. Hnuti za prava a rovnost vCcetneé prav zen (1860-1917)
Feministické hlasy po Krymske valce
Obdoba zenskeho hnuti v Evrope a USA

Iniciovano intelektualnimi zenami:

State o statu zen (vyzvy k ekonomické samostatnnosti) a
rovnosti pohlavi.

Charitativni prace pro chudé a prostitutky.
Hlasovaci pravo (1905-1917).
Otevreni univerzit zenam (70. léeta 19. stol.)

Odlisnost od anglo-americkeho zenskeho hnuti: Sirsi socialni
zaber (osvobozeni od autokracie a ziskani obCanskych prav
pro vSechny - i kdyz hlavni duraz na zeny).




2. Radikalni zeny (1860-cca 1920)

Orientace: prokazani moznosti a schopnosti zen

1860-1880: prvni generace radikalnich zen - nihilistky,
teroristky a populistky (vytvoreni mystiky zenského hrdinstvi,
mravni Cistoty a sebeobétovani).

Rovnost zen povazovaly za danou: netreba se zabyvat
zenskou otazkou a organizovat zeny, revoluce ma prednost
pred feminismem.

1.1 2. forma skoncila Cinnost na pocCatku 20. let 20. stoleti:
bud umrtim nebo uveéznenim.




Propojeni mezi 1. a 2. skupinou:

“Feminist and radical sensibilitise fed each other: awareness
of the great debates about women attracted some women to
heroic deeds of revolutionary valor; conventional feminists of
the suffrage movement coopted the images and memories of
radical heroines and martyrs as proof of the heroic energies
of women in general, and of their exalted moral power.”

3. Marxistické a proletarské zeny (1905-1930).

Vedeny intelektualkami a zahrnujici vetsinou delnicke zeny.
Alexandra Kollontai
Innesa Armand

Nadezda Krupskaja

Pocatky hnuti 1905-08, potlaceno policejne.

Obnova pred 1. svétovou valkou (Armand a Krupskaja) -
opéet policejne potlaceno.

Po Unorové revoluci 1917 - zformovani hnuti, dosazeni
hlasovaciho prava.




Alexandra Kollontai (1873-1952)

Kritika feminismu jako burzoazniho hnuti, ale uvedomovala
si, ze marxistiské programy zanedbavaiji specifiku zen.

Formulovala myslenku dvojiho vykoristovani proletarskych
zen.

Organizovala zenske hnuti 1905-08 - nucena odejit do exilu

1917 - navrat, zapojeni do revolucniho procesu na strane
MensSeviku a pozdéji BolSeviku, spoluprace s Trotskym,
Leninem.

V porevolucni viade, rezignovala 1918, ale dale zapojena do
politické prace, od 20. let diplomatka v zahranicCi (v podstate
exil).

Jeji vyznam v Sovetském svazu marginalizovan.




Vyvoj po roce 1917

Rané porevolucni obdobi:

Uzakonéeni rovnosti pohlavi (prvni zemé na svéte)
Legalizace interupci (1920)

Prosazovani volné lasky a komunalniho rodinného zivota
(vize: ekonomicka nezavislost zen, institucionalni péce o deti,
sdilené rodiCovstvi nezatizené materialnimi starostmi - ty
zajistované institucionalne)

Kollontai: utopicka vize rovnosti pohlavi v zivote, praci i lasce

Zeny nasazeny i do bojovych akci

Po skoncCeni: rozpusteni organizovaneho zenského hnuti -
nahrazeno bolsevickou organizaci Zenotdéel.




Zenotdél - Zensky odbor komunistické strany (1919-
1930)

Kollontai, Armand.
Zavisly na strane

Zabyval se socialnimi otazkami, vzdelanim, resenim
prostituce.

Mobilizoval zeny pro rezim, ale také jim umoznoval pristup k
vydobytkum rezimu.

Prvni organizace, ktera masoveji zapojila proletarske |
rolnicke zeny.

Rozpustén rozhodnutim strany 1930 z duvodu uplného
vyreseni zenské otazky:.

“Zhenotdel activists from Moscow arrived to open schools
and counseling centers for women and to agitate in largely
female spaces such as wells, markets, and bathhouses [i.e.,
in oases towns of Central Asia]. Russian and Muslim women
put on plays denouncing sexual slavery and seclusion.

In 1927 an estimated 100,000 women gathered on town
squares and demonstratively tore off their veils. A ferocious
"male backlash" transformed rage into violent action. Muslim
men beat, gang-raped, disemboweled, and stabbed sisters,
wives, or fiancees. Estimates of those killed in 1927 range
from eight hundred to the thousands. The regime retaliated
and the violence against women escalated. Finally the
government backed off and reverted to a gradual pace of
change and eventually to accommodation with local

social and gender customs and to a stability that was favored
over social revolution and transformation.” (Becoming
Visible, s.

“Sexual equality did not become the norm in the 1920s or any
time afterwards. Peasant 'lords’ held sway in their wooden
cabins. In the factory towns, women were fired or laid off
before men. Male preeminence continued in all walks of life--
including party and state. Old ways, rooted in ancient tradition,
died hard in spite of laws, campaigns, organizing efforts,

and attempts to create new images and myths. The Zhenotdel
was in fact weaker at the end of the decade than when it was
formed. The sexual revolution launched by the Communists
had gotten out of hand; males abused the new sexual equality
by deromanticizing love and exploiting women for easy sex

in the name of a ‘proletarian morality’.

Zprisnéni rozvodovych zakonu.

Zakaz interupci.

Zené opét piidélena péde o rodinu.

Masovy nastup zen do zamestnani.

Profesionalizace zen: pristup ke vzdelani (kvoty), zvyseni
gramotnosti.




2. svetova valka:

Pres 1 milon zen v armade.

Symbol narodni mucednice (v uniforme Ci v civilu) bojujici
proti utoCnikovi.

Po valce:

Zené opét pridélen civilni sektor a dvoji bfemeno
(zamestnani a domacnost).

Po obdobi stalinismu:

Postupna zména statu zen.

Interupce opet legalizovany (1955).




“For the fortunate daughters of wealthy and noble families
under tsarist rule, foreign study offered an escape. But
several young women used their privilege to fight for a just
society. [...] Russian women had no access to legitimate
reformist organizations. Many chose exile or clandestine
activities. A few became terrorists. [...] [In the wake of the
1917 October Revolution] suddenly everything seemed
possible: fair wages, birth control, divorce reform, communal
child rearing, and sexual freedom. However, such
emancipatory reforms, difficult even in a stable society,
proved impossible in a nation facing economic collapse,
political turmoil, and civil war. Under Stalin, rapid and forced
industrialization left no leeway for social experiments; and
World War Il brought renewed pressure on women to work
In war production and at the same time bear many children
to compensate for the devastating loss of life.”

ZjednoduSeni rozvodovych zakonu.
Od 60. let:

Zajem vlady o socialni otazky (ochrana materstvi, skolky --
a legalizovani sociologie, sber nekterych statistickych dat o
Zzenach).

Celkové obdobi od 2. svét. valky:

Zenské hnuti oficidlné reprezentovano Zensovéty (vyvinuly
se z protifasistické organizace v r. 1941) - prosly
nekolikerou transformaci vCetne perestrojky v r. 1986.

90. leta: Akademickeé debaty, zda v Sovetském svazu/Rusku
existuje zenské hnuti a jaka je jeho povaha.

Brezen 1991: Prvni nezavislé zenské forum, Dubna - témeér
50. zenskych organizaci.
