Transport

The majority of the children travel to and from school either by walking or
using the bus service. One staff member cycles, one walks, the rest travel
by car. There is little car sharing because all the staff have different
hours of employment and live in different places. Children who cycle to
school can use the shelties for storing their bikes if necessary. Every two
years cycling proficiency training takes place which includes on road
training. A network of safe routes to schools has not yet been established.
The children whe undertook this audit liked the idea of walk and cycle to
school days.

Possible Action:
1) Ask PSA, School Board and staff for their thoughts.

Healthy Living

The children bring to school their own food for snacks. There is no fresh
fruit policy. We have not checked pupils packed lunches. The school meals
are prepared at Inverurie Academy and delivered up to the school daily.
Fruit is always an option for dessert. \egetarians are catered for and
there is frequently a salad option, though this has not been formally
monitored.

In May 2003 the children planted some herbs and lettuce in the school
grounds. The pupils do not have the opportunity to visit a farm as part of
the curriculum. However most children do live in the country near a farm.

The school has a buddy system for new entrants inte the school.

Possible Action:
1) Ask PSA, School Board and staff for their thoughts.
2) Ensure P4-7 have an opportunity to learn about the importance of
keeping fit and knowing what a heart beat of 140bpm or greater
feels like.

School Grounds

The school tries to ensure that the garden areas are managed organically.
Salt is used instead of weedkiller and peat free compost is used as much as
possible. The school grounds are surrounded by woodland so there are lots
of dead and decaying spots which encourage wildlife. At the front of the
school is a non-native shrubbery. There are some nettles at the edge of
the pitch, but the pupils who undertook this audit did not feel that the
children were bothered by them. A former P7 pupil has just donated a bird
box as a leaving present. There is a bird feeding station but it has not been
used recently.

There are quiet, shaded places to sit and talk including on the pitch and in
the shelties. There is a faded football pitch marked out on the
playgrounds. Chalk is available for drawing pictures and making games, e.g.
hopscotch.

Possible Action:
1) Make improving the school grounds the key focus of Eco School
activities in 2003-04.
2) Consult pupils, staff, PSA and School Board regarding what should be
done.

General Points

There are cushioned seats in the staffroom, link area and comfortable
computer chairs inthe GP area. There are no indoor murals, but displays of
school activities and children’s work throughout the school. The main
entrance hall does have a welcoming feel. There are several noticeboards.

The Eco Schools noticeboard is in a prominent place in the 6P room. It was
moved to a bigger display area last term.

Possible Action:
1) Re-do the Eco School noticebeard. Put up the Eco School Committee
members photographs with a bit of information about themselves

and why they are on the Eco Schools Committee.
