Prikryl (268), all designed cottages in the nineteen-sixties and later,
Vaculik’s set of designs remain the most important feat in the last fifty
years of Czech cottage architecture.

A more detailed study of cottages, designed and built in the second
half of the 20" century, would perhaps uncover more valuable knowl-
edge of the sociology and mentality of their creators, rather than of the
architecture itself. After Soviet occupation in 1968, cottages became
refuges for people who were fed up with the situation in the country.
The regime, however, silently supported these escapes to the seemingly
private world of cottages, because the Communist leadership knew that
people spending their time and effort on improving their cottages and
holiday homes would not even think of opposing the oppressing regime.
The cottage and its amenities gradually became a status symbol. Going
to a cottage was a typical aspect of the consumerist lifestyle. People who
lived in towns and cities “moved their living rooms to cottages”, as aptly
described by Martina Mertova. They were more interested in what's on
TV than in the landscape around their cottages. The cottage thus loses

its purpose as a modest dwelling in the wilderness and becomes a type
of architecture predestined for extinction.

Parallel with building cottages — with a certain delay caused by
the displacement of the German population from Czechoslovakia,
large scale migration, and the depopulation of the countryside after
WWII - there was another similar trend: turning country houses
into holiday homes. We often hear that this movement helped save
the Czech and Moravian countryside, while cottage building is justly
described as a phenomenon that has swallowed the most beautiful
bits of the Czech and Moravian landscape. In this essay | don’t in-
tend to make judgements but to try to understand, not only what
reasons there were behind holiday home making, but also why this
tradition is stjll very much alive today. My occasional collaboration
