" WHAT ARE THE MAIN FEATURES? 
focus group A 
group of subjects 
interviewed together, 
prompting a 
discussion. The 
technique is 
frequently used by 
market researchers, 
who ask a group of 
consumers to 
evaluate a product or 
discuss a type of 
commodity, for 
example.

In a focus group, typically 12 to 
15 people are brought together 
in a room to engage in a guided 
discussion of some topic—in this 
case, the ac-ceptability and 
salability of the Compulator. The 
subjects are selected on the 
basis of relevance to the topic 
under study. Given the likely cost 
of the Compulator, your focus 
group participants would 
probably be limited to upper-
income groups, for example. 
Other, similar considerations 
might fi g-ure into the selection.

Participants in focus 
groups are not likely to 
be chosen through 
rigorous, probability 
sampling methods. This 
means that the 
participants do not 
statistically represent 
any meaningful 
population. However, 
the purpose of the 
study is to explore 
rather than to describe 
or explain in any defi ni-
tive sense.
