Despite several differences, a simple scheme seems to underlie many
of the specific approaches and interpretations in value research. Only
two assumptions are needed for this scheme. The first is that individual
behaviour is determined by behaviourial intentions, which, in turn, are

shaped by values and political orientations. The second assumption is
that people’s values are highly influenced by the social environment and
by their social position in that environment. These two assumptions
provide two chains for the connections between three analytic levels:
macro-level circumstances, individual orientations, and individual
behaviour. Obviously, individual behaviour is not a terminal stage.
In the long run, changes in individual behaviour imply changes in
macro-level circumstances, so we are dealing with a complex
circular process. This process is reduced to a simple three-level model
only for analytic purposes. This so-called ‘E—=P—R model’ (Environ-
ment=Predisposition—Response) has long been used as a starting point
in social research.* Its main aspects for our research are depicted in
Figure 1.1.

The upper part of this schema consists of the most straightforward
interpretation of the position of values in theories of political change.
Macro-level developments shape the values of individuals, and these
values determine the behaviour of individuals via behavioural inten-
tions. An additional line of reasoning is included by recognizing that
macro-level developments have a direct impact on the social position of
individuals and that the relationship between macro-level developments
and values should be interpreted with respect to these changing social
positions. Finally, we include political orientations as co-determinants
of behavioural intentions. The values of individuals can be transformed
into political orientations which have some impact on their behavioural
intentions. These two additional lines of reasoning, however, are side-
walks in our analyses. Our emphasis is on the central position of values
in the link between macro-level developments and the behaviour of
individuals as depicted in the upper part of Figure 1.1.

More specifically, non-state actors frustrated by closed political opportunities (or even repression) and lack of
resources (or threat thereof) seek out the support of external allies - state and non-state allies in the international
arena - which could eventually bring the pressure on their domestic government (Keck and Sikkink 1998). Second,
advocacy organizations simply aim at influencing policies at the transnational level where the institutions and
political culture seem to be more receptive to their claims and demands than on the national level and they impact is
scaling up (Marks and McAdam 1996; Poloni-Staudinger 2008)

H1: After the rise of managerial populism, advocacy organizations will increase their direct lobbying contacts with
European institutions.

However, it has been also demonstrated that such a compensation mechanism is not always in place: Beyers and
Kerremans (2012) showed that transnational activities of interest groups may be a function of their
embeddedness in the domestic context. They show that certain relational aspects such as gaining access to
domestic policymaking processes and having ties with national political parties (especially governing ones) are
important predictors for political activity on the international or EU level. This “persistence hypothesis” stems
from the principle that transnational political activity is an outcome of gaining skills, investing resources,
increasing legitimacy and representativeness on the national level (Labanino and Dobbins 2023).
