- Our main target market were young people.

- Sample size: 421 — From universities all around Spain. 91% was less than 26 y.o.

MAIN RESULTS:

- 53% have few Muslim friends and 43% have no Muslim friends.

- Around 50% of the participants have rarely any contact with Muslims in high
school/ college/ university or practice cultural or sports activities with them and
only aprox. 10% have that contact frequently.

- 43% of the participants have a positive or very positive attitude towards Muslims
living in Spain.

- A statistical analysis has been made in order to identify relations among variables.
The only one found, statistically significant, was that women were more positive
towards the Muslim culture than men (x2 Pearson=27,138; P=0.007; c.c=0.253;
p=0.007).
