Souvisejici koncepty

* Referencni objekt (referent object): entita, ktera ma byt chranéna

» Aktér bezpecnosti (security actor): ve vztahu k referencnimu objektu:
zdroj hrozby, nebo bezpecnosti

* Hrozba (threat): zdroj existujiciho nebo potencialniho poskozeni Ci
zniceni referencniho objektu

* Riziko (risk): pravdépodobnost realizace urcité hrozby

* Dopad (impact): dan rozsahem hrozby a dulezitosti referenéniho
objektu
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Realismus v MV

* Mezinarodni systém (MS) je anarchicky organizovan
* MS je strukturovan skrze distribuci materialnich kapacit

* MS se sestava ze statu, svépomocnych (self-help) jednotek, které
usiluji o preziti (survival)

* Konflikt je MS inherentni
* Rozliseni mezi domaci a mezinarodni Urovni



Neoklasicka geopolitika (NG)

* NG s realismem sdili radu predpokladu

 Stato-centrismus
* Duraz na distribuci moci a vojenské slozky

* Konflikt inherentni MS
* NG se zameéruje na geografické faktory
» Geograficky prostor formuje prilezitosti a omezeni jednani aktéru

* Energetika: prepravni trasy, chokepoints, kontrola produkcénich
oblasti, pipeline policies, atd.

» Aktér: entita, ktera je schopna Cinit rozhodnuti

e Realismus odmita optimisticky pohled na lidskou prirozenost (LP)
e Dveé varianty:

» Klasicky realismus: aktérstvi spojenou s ambivalentni LP

* Neorealismus: aktérstvi zalozena na modelu racionalniho aktéra

Struktura: rovnovaha moci

* Mechanismus rovnovahy moci prenasi ucinky struktury

* Dvé podminky vyvazovani (Waltz 1979: 121):
* MS musi byt anarchicky
* MS se musi skladat z jednotek, které usiluji o preziti

* Interni vs. externi vyvazovani:
* Vnitrni vyvazovani: e.g. zbrojeni
e Externi vyvazovani: e.g. formovani alianci



Struktura: bezpecnostni dilema

* Inherentni nejistota anarchického systému + svépomocny charakter
jednani statl = bezpecnostni dilema

* Bezpecnost vnimana jako hra s nulovym souctem - zisk jedné strany
rovna se ztraté druhé

* \lysledek: ,spirala zbrojeni“ (zavody ve zbrojeni)
e Rozvinul John Herz (1950)



Structure: security dilemma

“Wherever ... anarchic society has existed ... there has arisen what may
be called the ‘security dilemma’ of men, or groups, or their leaders.
Groups or individuals living in such a constellation must be, and usually
are, concerned about their security from being attacked, subjected,
dominated, or annihilated by other groups and individuals. Striving to
attain security from such attack, they are driven to acquire more and
more power in order to escape the impact of the power of others. This,
in turn, renders the others more insecure and compels them to prepare
for the worst. Since none can ever feel entirely secure in such world of
competing units, power competition ensues, and the vicious circle of
security and power accumulation is on.” (Herz 1950: 157)

Structure: security dilemma

* The inherent uncertainty of anarchical system and self-help nature of
states lead to security dilemma

* Since security is seen as a zero-sum game —> security gain of one
state brings security loss of another

* Result: escalating spiral of armament (an arms race)

* Introduced by John Herz (1950)

* Solutions:
* Balancing
* Bandwagoning
* Hegemony
* (Collective security)



Struktura: (energetické) bezpecnostni dilema

e Dva pristupy:

e (1) Staty musi volit mezi kontrolou jejich energetického sektoru a
ekonomickou efektivitou

* (2) “Diverzifikacni zdvod”: diverzifikace importu/exportu zvysuje
zranitelnost importu/exportu



Konflikt o zdroje

* Energetické zdroje jsou integralni soucasti mocenské kapacity
narodnich statu

* Strategicky charakter energetickych zdroju:
 Omezeny objem a dostupnost téchto zdrojli
* Relativni nedostatek jejich substitutt

* V kombinaci s anarchickou povahu MS = pobidky smérem k
soupereni o tyto zdroje



Sobéstacnost (self-sufficiency)

 Stat je schopen pokryt celou spotrebu z vlastnich zdroju
* Sobéstacnost vs. autarkie (nezavislost na vnejsich faktorech)

* Sobéstacnost zpravidla neni realistickym resenim



Ekonomicky nacionalismus

* Pristup, ktery hodnoti ekonomické politika na zaklade jejich
Lprispevku® politické moci

* Ekonomicky merkantilismus: akumulace vzacnych zdroju

* Strategicky obchod: stat cilené podporuje strategicky dulezita odvétvi

* Hans Morgenthau: “National security must be defined as integrity of
the national territory and its institutions.” (1960: 563) ... “The survival
of a political unit, such as a nation, and its identity.” (1952a: 973)

* Walter Lippmann: “A nation is secure to the extent to which it is not
in danger of having to sacrifice core values, if it wishes to avoid war,
and is able, if challenged, to maintain them by victory in such a war.”
(1943: 51)

* Arnold Wolfers: “Security, in an objective sense, measures the
absence of threats to acquired values, in a subjective sense, the
absence of fear that such values will be attacked.” (1962: 149)



» Stephen Walt: security studies are “the study of the threat use and
control of military force.” (Lynn-Jones 1991)

* Kenneth Waltz: “In anarchy, security is highest end. Only if survival is
assured can states safely seek such other goals ... The first concern of
states is not to maximize power but to maintain their positions in the
system.” (1979: 126)

* Mezindrodni bezpecnost: soupereni statu (velmoci) prostrednictvim
mocenskych (vojenskych) kapacit



Energeticka bezpecnost: strategicky pristup

“War, war never changes.”

» Stato-centrismus: stat jako klicovy aktér

* Cilem je preziti

* Interakce statu jsou regulovany mechanismem rovnovahy moci

* Energetické suroviny jsou povazovany za zdroj moci

* Energetické suroviny povazovany za pfFiciny a/nebo nastroje konfliktu
* Omezené mnozstvi energetickych surovin: hra s nulovym souctem
