Ten Rules for Ethical Research with Older
Adults

Cognitive status is not a bar to study participation, and declining status should not be an assumption. Design a protocol to assess
cognitive status/changes and follow it on an ongoing basis.

Altruistic motives should not be assumed, and incentives should be meaningful.
A researcher should explicitly state/write out his or her ethical stance in a particular study.

Consider your relationship and approach to the field setting/site of data collection. Are there any additional safeguards to put in
place (e.g., skilled nursing care, etc.)?

Spend time at the data-collection site or make sure your findings are relayed back in some way to those studied. This avoids
crash-and-burn tactics and lends reciprocity to the community.

Consider if your study matches the ethics of the cultural/SES group of older adults you intend to study.
Review your study design. Does it lean toward certain findings? Are you putting any groups at risk by your design?

Decide upon a plan for unexpected, reportable events that may happen in the study. Will you report them? Will you debrief?
What resources are available for participants?

Co-create your study with older persons (e.g., as advisors or a focus group) and pilot it—to reduce or foresee places where
ethical issues may emerge.

Consider the impact of publication and presentation of your research. Will it identify or \OUt groups at risk? If so, consider
ava”(able prgteictions—such as NIH’s Certiticate of Confidentiality or the NIA’s Recruiting Older Adults into Research (ROAR)
toolkit’s guidelnes.

THE LEGACY

Research with human subjects is one of the issues
responsible for the birth of the field of bioethics.
Professional and public attention was drawn force-
fully to the ethical problems of human experimenta-
tion by the disclosure of unethical research within the
medical community, a disclosure made by members
of that community.' The problems, as revealed in the
1960s, were so complex and so urgently in need of
resolution that a federal commission was appointed
to deal with them. This required bringing a passionate
intoxication with scientific and radical progress to-
gether with a deep legal and philosophical commit-
ment to individual self-determination and abhorrence
at the notion of a “human guinea pig.”

There were many different kinds of human exper-
imentation scandals that led to the clear and explicit
requirements for informed consent with which we are
now familiar. In many of these “scandals,” particu-
larly vulnerable groups of subjects were exploited in
one way or another. For example, the Tuskegee syph-
ilis studv used black men sufferine from svohilis to

CONCEPTUAL BASIS OF ETHICAL RESEARCH

The National Commission for the Protection of Hu-
man Subjects (1974 to 1978) developed in great detail
the conceptual justification for guidelines to protect
the subjects of human experimentation. In the Bel-
mont Report,* they discuss the three major principles
on which ethical research is based: 1) respect for per-
sons; 2) beneficence; and 3) justice.

Respect for persons is based on the notion that
individuals should be treated as autonomous agents
and, as a corollary to that, that persons with dimin-
ished autonomy are entitled to special protections.
The principle of respect for persons mirrors the prem-
ise of self-determination and individualism on which
the Constitution of the United States and most of our
legal traditions are based. The application of respect
for persons comes primarily in the procedures in-
volved with informed consent.

The second principle, beneficence, refers to the ob-
ligation of health professionals to do what is best for
the patient. This involves more than simple require-
