DEFINITION OF THE WASTE

Waste -

any movable thing which a person
intends to dispose of or which must
to be disposed of according to
special laws (Alimentary Act/Food

Act)

different groups of waste are listed
in the annex of the Act

those listed in the Act:

o radioactive waste

o effluents discharged under the
Water act (waste waters)

o pollutants emited into the air
o human and animal corpses etc.
