Goal: - to provide a comprehensive regime for liability

and adequate compensationand adequate compensation

Obligations:Obligations:

- strict liability (the notifying entity is liable for damage 

untill the disposer takes possession of the wasteuntill the disposer takes possession of the waste

- liability limitations and non-limited liability

- minimum liability for the damage- minimum liability for the damage

- insurance or financial guarantees
