Future in Czech

1) Finished actions (usually will in English)
=perfective verb forms
E.g. Uvarim to ja. (inf. uvarit)

2) Unfinished actions
=byt in future tense + imperfective verb forms
E.g. Dnes vecer budu varit ja. (inf. varit)




Ways of forming perfective verb forms

1)Prefixation

Platit (impf.) - zaplatit (pf.)

Divat se (impf.) - podivat se (pf.)
Videt (impf.) - uvidét (pf.)

2) Suffixation
Kupovat (impf.) - koupit (pf.)
Vracet se (impf.) - vratit se (pf.)

3) Irregular pairs with stem changes
Brat (impf.) - vzit (pf.)
