Testicles (Testes)

tissue which contains muscle. The testicle lies inside the scrotum and produces as many as 12
trillion sperms in a male's lifetime, about 400 million of which are ejaculated in one average
intercourse. Each sperm takes about seventy-two days to (22) .......... and its maturity is
overseen by a complex interaction of hormones. If it becomes too cool on the outside, the
scrotum will (24) .......... to bring the testes closer the body.
