ZNAT, VEDET, UMET

Znat is always connected with a direct object in accusative case + people, places, things
Znam Prahu, Brno, ucitelku, té, ten problém.

Védét is connected with a sentence or pronoun (don 't leave out the conjuction ,ze")
Vim, co to je, kdo to je, kde je, Ze jsi sam, to, vSechno

Umét goes typically with a verb in infinitive form, some pronouns. Expressess know-how:
Umim plavat, hrat karty, dobfe ¢esky (meaning is ,mluvit" dobre Cesky), to, vsechno.

In some situations we have more options, but with a difference in meaning:

védét vsechno = to know about everything -= to have information about everything

znat vSechno= to have knowledge of everything, to be acquainted with everything,

umét vSechno = to have the skills for doing everything
