Comparative expresses comparison. It is always used with NEZ (for example:

Praha. = Brno is smaller than Prague.).

krasné > krasnéji; moderné > modernéji; pomalu > pomaleji

Superlative of adjectives and adverbs

simply put NEJ- to the comparative form
— lepsi (better) > NEJlepsi (the best)

Brno je mensi nez




— vice (more) > NEJvice (the most)

Superlative expresses the superiority (the best, the fastest tec.), usualy is followed by something like

,ha svété” (in the world), ,,v Brné” (in Brno), ,ve tfidé“ (in the class) or ,,z nas“ (out of us), ,ze vSech”

(out of all).
