1) basic verbs
jit, jdu, Sel jsem/sla jsem, pljdu: to go, I go, | went, | will go
jet, jedu, jel jsem/jela jsem, pojedu: to go, I go, | went, | will go

— Definite motion to a definite place (one direction)
— imperfective.

Ted'jdu na obéd. Jdes na kavu? Odpoledne jdu k doktorovi. V¢era jsem Sel do kina. Pojedu v pdtek do
Prahy. Jeli jsme domi autobusem.

2) Repetitive/habitual verbs
chodit, chodim: to go
jezdit, jezdim: to go

— iterative, repetitive motion, express habituality, which, as commonly conceived, presupposes
a more or less regular iteration of an event
— imperfective

KaZdy den chodim do Skoly. Chodis na cestinu kaZdy tyden? Chodim plavat v utery. Petr jezdi autem
rychle. Do Skoly jezdime tramvaji.

3) verbs with prefix

— prijit, prijet: to come

— odejit, odjet: to leave

— (sejit se: to meet each other)

— (projit se: to go for a walk)

— (najit: to find)

— all of them are perfective (=express completion or the result of the action denoted by the
verb)

— same declension like basic verbs, just with prefix at the beginning

Petr prijde v 8:00. Vi¢era jsem byl na party, dom( jsem prisel v pét hodin rano. Vi¢era Karel neprisel do
Skoly. Prijdeme vcas. Prijedu domi vlakem v 19:23. Prijeli kamarddi, jdeme do hospody.

Odesel jsem z party uz v 10 hodin. Petr odjel do Anglie v pondéli. Kde je Petr? — UZ odesel.
