other vs. another
ANOTHER = next/ one more 

1 - adjective: (an+other → used with countable singular nouns)

I’ll have another beer, please.

Could you pass me another pair of disposable gloves, please?

2 - pronoun: (replaces a singular countable noun)

You have three children and you still want another (one)?!



other vs. another
OTHER = different/ next (with plural countable/ uncountable nouns)

1 - adjective: Some apples are green, other apples are red.

Do you need any other information?

2 - pronoun OTHERS: Others know more than me. (= other people)



other vs. another
THE OTHER = the second/next one (two options or a limited number of them)

1 - adjective: The other candidate has more experience. (= the second one)

Present simple is easy, but the other English tenses are so difficult!
