1. BOLET + PERSONAL PRONOUNS IN THE
ACCUSATIVE

bolet = to hurt/to pain

The verb “bolet” needs the accusative case.
Co vas/té boli? = What is hurting you?

Boli mé hlava. = My head hurts.

Boli mé ucho. = My ear hurts.

The painful part of the body is the subject of a sentence = it is in the nominative case (co,
hlava, ucho).

The person/animal suffering from the pain, is the object of a sentence = it is in the accusative
case (vas/té, mé).

JA: Boli mé noha.
TY: Boli té hlava?
ON: Boli ho ruka.

ONI: Boli je o€i.
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ACCUSATIVE OBJECT-CENTERED EXPRESSIONS

To je Petr. Boli ho zub. — Petra boli zub. (Petr: nominative — Petra: accusative).

To je Luk@$. Boli ho noha. — Lukase boli noha. (Luka$ — Lukase).

To je Jana. Boli ji hlava. — Janu boli hlava. (Jana — Janu).

To je Lucie. Boli ji ucho. — Lucii boli ucho. (Lucie — Lucii).

To je tygr. Boli ho zub. — Tygra boli zub. (tygr — tygra).

To je ko€ka. Boli ji noha. — Koc€ku boli noha. (ko¢ka — kocku).

To je pan Novak. Boli ho bficho. — Pana Novaka boli bficho. (pan Novak — pana Novaka).

To je pani Nova. Boli ji rameno. — Pani Novou boli rameno. (pani Nova — pani Novou).

! PAST TENSE

The “painful part” of the body is the subject of a sentence. Its grammatical gender affects the
form of the verb in the past tense.

M: nos, prst, zub, kotnik: Bolel ho nos/prst/zub/kotnik. — BOLEL

F: hlava, lopatka, ruka, noha: Bolela ho hlava/lopatka/ruka/noha. — BOLELA

N: koleno, rameno, bficho, zapésti: Bolelo ho koleno/rameno/bficho/zapésti. — BOLELO
PL (M, F): ruce, nohy, zuby: Bolely ho ruce/nohy/zuby. — BOLELY

PL (N): zada, ramena, kolena: Bolela ho zada/ramena/kolena. — BOLELA
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2. BYT DOBRE/SPATNE + PERSONAL
PRONOUNS IN THE DATIVE

byt + dative + dobfe/Spatné = to feel well/not to feel well

This expression needs the dative case.
Co vamlti je? = What's wrong with you?
Je mi Spatné. = | don’t feel well.

Je mi dobre. = | feel well.
