Dative object-centered constructions

- often express age, feelings, emotions, likes and dislikes

- the person or animal experiencing them becomes the object (in
the dative) of these feelings and emotions, as he/she was being
exposed to them.

Fraze, ktere uz zname:

- byt ... roku/let = to be ... years old: Je mi 18 let.

- byt dobre/spatné = to be well/bad: Maminko, je mi moc Spatné.
- byt zima/teplo = to be cold/warm: Je mi zima, potrebuju svetr.




Dative object-centered constructions

Noveé fraze:

- hodit se (typically in connection with time) = to be O.K.: Hodi se i to
zitra?

- chutnat (about food/drinks) = to like (the taste): Chutna mi ¢eské pivo.

- Jit = to be good at doing sg.: Jde mu matematika a cestina.

- libit se = to like (about look/sound): Libi se jim Brno.

- sluset = to look good on/to suit: S/usi vam c¢ervena barva.

- vadit = to bother: Vadi ji hluk a cigarety.

- zdat se = to seem: Zda se mi, ze je Petr nemocny.




Fraze z TM:

- Zveda se mi zaludek.

- Mota se mi hlava.

- Busi mi srdce.

- Chce se mi zvracet. Chce se mi spat.
- Je mi na zvraceni.

- Je mi nevolno.

ja — mi: Je mi zima.

ty — ti. Chutna ti ceske jidlo?

on — mu: Kolik je mu let?

ona — ji. Dnes ji to moc slusi.

my — nam: Jde nam dobre cestina.
vy — vam: Mota se vam hlava?

oni — jim: Vadi jim prach a pyl. Maji alerqii.
