2) Repetitive/habitual verbs

chodit, chodim: to go
jezdit, jezdim: to go

— iterative, repetitive motion, express habituality, which, as commonly conceived, presupposes
a more or less regular iteration of an event
— imperfective

3) verbs with prefix

— prijit, prijet: to come

— odejit, odjet: to leave

— sejit se: to meet each other
— projit se: to go for a walk
— najit: to find

— all of them are perfective (=express completion or the result of the action denoted by the
verb)
— same declension like basic verbs, just with prefix at the beginning

Skoly. Prijdeme vcas. Prijedu domi viakem v 19:23. Prijeli kamarddi, jdeme do hospody.

4) imperfective counterparts with prefixes
[prefix]chdzet (walk) x [prefix]jizdét (go by/take)
