Word comparison means gradation — creation comparetive and superlative forms, e.g. dobry — lepsi — nejlepsi = good — better — the best.
Comparative forms are made by three tipes of endings - Cf
-S1
- EJSi
Ending — C is used for adjectives hezky — hez&i nice
lehky — leh¢i  easy
mekky — mekei soft
Ending - Siis used for adjectives like mlady — mladsi young
Stary — star§i  old
Tvrdy — tvrdsi  hard
Sladky — sladsi  sweet
Chudy — chudsi poor
Cisty — Gistd clean
Ending — EJSI is the most common one  krasny — krasn&jsi  beatiful
Studeny — studenéjsi  cold
Osklivy — osklivejsi  ugly
Some adjectives use softening: Kratky — kratsi ~ short
Uzky —uz$i  narrow
Drahy — drazsi expensive

Irregular forms:

Maly — mens$i small
Velky — vétsi  big
Vysoky — vyssi tall
Siroky — &irsi  wide
Dobry — lepsi  good
Spatny —hordi  bad
dlouhy — delsi long

Superlative forms are made by prefix NEJ- from comparative forms

e.g.velky — vétsi — nejvetsi big — bigger — the biggest
hodny — hodné&jsi — nejhodnéjsi — good — better — the best ( about character)

If we compare, we use expression tak - jako which means as — as
nez than
ze vSech / ze vieho  of all

Mij bratr je tak vysoky jako ja — My brother is as tall as me.
Mij bratr je vy$§i nez ja. —My brother is taller than me.
Mij bratr je nejvyssi ze vSech. -My brother is the tallest of all.

Mam tak hodnou maminku jako ty.I have as good mum as you.(form hodnou maminku is the accusative)
Mam hodnéjsi maminku nez ty. I have better mum than you.
Mam nejhodnéjsi maminku ze vSech.I have the best mum of all.

The Comparative and superlative forms of adjectives have grammar forms of soft adjectives . They don’t change according to genders.
