WHAT ARE SURVEYS?

Surveys are a method of data collection that asks
people to self-report on how they feel think, or act in
specified circumstances or about specific products or
ideas. If a large enough sample size is used, results
can be analyzed using statistical methods.

Surveys are especially useful when you need to
collect a lot of information in a short amount of time
with relatively little cost. Surveys can be sent to
dozens, hundreds, or even thousands of people and
are useful to learn about their thoughts and attitudes.
