During February and March 2014, Sochi, a Russian city
on the Black Sea coast, hosted the XXIl Winter Olympic
Games. Nearly 3000 athletes from eighty-eight nations
participated in fifteen different disciplines. These
included a range of skiing and snowboarding events as
well as curling, ice skating, skeleton and bobsleigh. The
hosts, Russia, topped the medal table but it was also a
very successful event for Team GB as they had their
most successful Winter Olympics since 1924 with one
gold (Lizzy Yarnold won the women's skeleton bob),
one silver and two bronze medals.

The hosts for the 2018 Winter Olympics were decided at a
meeting of the International Olympic Committee (10C) in
July 2011, with Pyeongchang in South Korea winning at
their third attempt, having previously been beaten by
Vancouver (hosts in 2010) and Sochi.

Obviously, to host a Winter Olympics you need to have a
climate which allows snow sports to take place. With
average temperatures in February of 83 C and a humid,
subtropical climate, Sochi was the warmest city ever to host
a Winter Olympics.

However, this is not the only consideration of the 10C. The
host city must prove that it is large enough to be able to
handle the large numbers of athletes, journalists and tourists
who all need to stay in hotels and be able to travel easily to
venues. The local people also need to give their support to
the bid as they will be the ones who will be paying the
bill...and it could be a large one! The budget for the Sochi
Gares was originally US$12 billion but this rocketed to
Us$51 billion, making it the most expensive Olympics ever.

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7.4 How is climate change going to impact on
the Winter Olympics in the future?

Having t0o warm a climate during the ski season s not just
a problem for the southern hemisphere. The impact of
climate change on glaciated areas i likely to be a
significant feature of all regions in the future. Estimates
suggest that since the mid-1980s there has been a 10%
reduction in the amount of snowfall, which is likely to be
due to warming global temperatures. Also, snow is likely to
melt earlier in the year, which means that resorts may have
10 reduce the length of their seasons. The places that are
likely to be hardest hit are those resorts at fairly low
altitudes; one alternative is to move the resorts up the
mountains but this s likely to have negative effects on an
already vulnerable environment.

If you were the CEO of one of these ski resorts, what would
you do?

Just as changes in temperature will likely have a significant
impact on the ability of ski resorts to generate enough
income, equally ski resorts can have a significant impact on
the surrounding environment. The large, heavy machinery
installed to house chairlifts or gondolas creates visual and
noise pollution and snow machines can deplete natural
water sources in order to create artificial snow. In addition,
as ski runs and pistes are developed and added to a resort.
50 the species diversity and richness of trees, flowers and
birds decreases.

‘The Olympics has had mixed success regarding its
environmental impact. Greenpeace were highly critical of
the 2004 Summer Olympics held in Athens and were
particularly critical that renewable forms of energy were not
used, especially given that the city fad the potential to
generate vast amounts of solar energy. Conversely, Sydney
in 2000 was cited as the first ‘green’ Olympics, whilst
London 2012 has been held up s a positive example of
how winning a bid can transform an area for the better.

Where should the 2022 Winter Olympics

»Purpose 4

“This investigation is designed to enable pupis 1o explore the relationship between the physical environment,
and human actvity and to make real-ife decisions given a range of evidence and information. By using the
Winter Olympics, an event which the pupils may have followed and have some prior knowiedge of, they are
introduced to the different factors which the Interational Olympic Comitiee (10C) take into consideration
to make their decision as to who should be given the honour of hosting. Factors such as a suitable climate
for winter sports are fary obvious but there are a number of other considerations, such as local suppor,
positive media coverage and enough hotel rooms (o house the athletes, journalists and tourists, which are
also important. Having a large enough budget to stage the Games successfully is vtal; Sochi 2014 was the
most expensive Olympics (either summer or winter) ever staged, costing the Russians USS51 billion.

Pupls are asked to consider the advantages df spending so much money and to classify them. Ways of
classiying are suggested (athough pups could suggest ancther mathod) and can be used individualy or
‘combined to diferentate thistask. The fiv contendars fo the 2022 Winter Olympics are then introduced
and pupls are encouraged to cary out a decision-making exercisa using materias ffom the Teacher Book.

It important for pupi's to understand that there is o ane ‘correct answer and diflent people may reach
different conclusions given the same evidence. The main thing s that pupis can justy their opinions and
support these with factual data. The pupils can then write up their findings in an extended piece of
persuasive writing. An example of this task s given n the Teacher Book. I is not intended to be a model
answer. It has been leftdeiiberataly undeveloped as ciiiquing it formes part of the pupis’ investigation
Whils the author makes a range of sensible points and is fairly persuasive, the wriing lacks detail factual
Support of the points and powerful language.
