Pragmatics 11 – Discourse analysis

Context

The physical environmnet in which a word is used.

Contrastive pragmatics

The study of culturally different ways of using language.

Co-text  

The linguistic environment in which a word is used. It is part of context.

Cross-cultural pragmatics

The study of differences in expectations based on cultural schemata among different communities regarding how meaning is constructed.

Cultural schemata

Pre-existing knowledge structures based on experience in a particular culture.

Discourse analysis

The study of language use with reference to the social and psychological factors that influence communication.

Frame

A pre-existing knowledge structure with a fixed static pattern.

Ideational function

The use of language as a means of giving structure to thought and experience.

Interlanguage pragmatics

The study of how non-native speakers communicate in a second language.

Interpersonal function

The use of language for maintaining social roles and taking part in social interaction.

Pragmatic accent

Aspects of talk that indicate what is assumed to be communicated without being said.

Pragmatic connection

A conventional association between a person’s name and a kind of object.

Schema (plural schemata)

A pre-existing knowledge structure in memory typically involving the normal expected patterns of things.

Script

A pre-existing knowledge structure for interpreting event sequence.

Textual function

The use of language in the creation of well-formed text.
