If one practices
them so thoroughly that they begin to come naturally, one will
be able to use them in a variety of situations.

The Target Dialogue is the culmination of one’s study of the
lesson. After learners have finished the exercises, they should
return to the Target Dialogue and practice it.

If the learner is in an environment that allows him or her to
perform linguistic tasks, he or she should test himself or herself
with the challenges presented here.

M Japanese verbs have several forms

Japanese verbs have several conjugated forms. All the verbs presented so far have been in, or derived
from, the — ¥ form. Now we'll look at a new form, the — T form.

B How to form the — T form

Japanese verbs are divided into three classes according to their conjugations: Regular I, Regular Il and
frregular. The — T forms of Regular Il and Irregular verbs always end with — T: the — & ¥ comes
off and — T is added to the stem. The — T forms of Regular | verbs vary, as shown in the following
chart.
