Relative pronouns as subject:

People: He is the man who (or that) lives next door.
Things: This is the photo which (or that) shows my house.
Possession: He is the man whose car was stolen.

Relative pronouns as object:

People: He is the man (who/whom/that) | met.

People: He is the man (-) | gave the money to.

Things: This is the photo (which/that) | took.

Things: This is the pan (=) | boiled the milk in.

Possession: It was an agreement the details of which could not be altered.

Kdy nemUzu pouzit that: non-defining relative clauses = jakoby pfivlastek volny

Privlastek tésny: Jeho syn Zijici v New Yorku se oZenil.

Privlastek volny: Jeho syn, Zijici v New Yorku, se oZenil.

—> His son who/that lives in New York got married.
- His son who lives in New York got married.
