Pierre Bourdieu, who has died from cancer at 71, was, for many, the
leading intellectual of present-day France. The author of more than 25
influential books including his crucial study of Algeria, Sociologie de
L'Algerie (published in America as The Algerians, 1962), Bourdieu
launched a new European review, Liber, in 1989 to coincide with the fall of
the Berlin Wall and the begining of a new era. Most importantly, Bourdieu
considered that those lucky enough to have spent their lives, as he had, in
studying the social world, could not be neutral or indifferent to struggle.
