Ako sa preklada klinopisna tabulka?

Well, as for the time it takes, it depends on how big the tablet is and also
on the type of the text. Literary texts, usually written in six columns, take
more time than simple letters or just a list of personnel. Most tablets that
we find are broken, so first thing you do is you try to find matching
pieces to put the tablet back together. Another step is transcription — the
tablets can be damaged on the surface and not always is it possible to
read them immediately.

You can however draw what you see, with all the little detail like cracks or
smudged places and the clearer version might help you break through and
start to understand the text. Every word you decipher tells you more and
more about the text; you start by picking up just a few signs, then words,
then eventually you understand a whole sentence, and finally the text as a
whole.

The hardest part is finding those key signs that help you understand
others or reconstruct missing pieces of text. Sometimes, you have to
choose one correct reading of the sign depending on the overall meaning
of the text. The process can be frustrating, so you need to arm yourself
with a lot of patience.

Endma Elis: Ked na hore...

* Mytus vysvetlujuci sumersku kozmologiu
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Endma Elis bol spisany priblizne v 12., 13. storocCi pred Kr. Opisuje stvorenie
sveta. Prvotny stav sveta bol chaos akvatickej povahy, obsahujuci sladkovodny,
muzsky prvok Abzu a zensky, slanovodny prvok Tiamat. Z ich spojenia vznikaju
nové generacie bohov, ktori svojimi hlu¢nymi zabavami rusia pokojny spanok
Abzua a Tiamat. Abzua sa preto nahneva a chce bozstva znicit. Jeho zdmer vsak
rozpoznd Ea, ktory sa rozhodne konat a zavrazdi Apzua. V jeho tele si vytvori
pribytok, kde so svojou manzelkou Damkinou pocnu syna Marduka.

Tidmat sa rozhodne pomstit smrt Abzua, stvori démonov a priSery, aby bojovali
proti ostatnym bohom. Vsetci bohovia maju strach, okrem Marduka. Vymoéze si
od ostatnych bohov slfub, Ze ked nad Tidmat zvitazi, uznaju ho za najvyssie
bozstvo. Po dlhom zapase sa Mardukovi podari vyhrat, roztrhne Tidmatino telo
na dve cCasti, z jednej urobi Zem, z druhej nebesa.

Bozstva, ktoré stali na strane Tiamat, su tiez potrestané. Z krvi jedného z nich, z
Kingua, ktorému dala Tiamat na hrud tabulky osudu, vytvori Ea udi. Marduk si
sam zavesi na hrud' tabulky osudu.

Ludia boli vytvoreni na to, aby vykonavali vSetku pracu namiesto bohov a aby si
bohovia tak mohli odpocinut. Nakoniec Marduk stavia svoj vlastny hlavny
chram v Babylone.

Enuma Elis je takto odévodnenim mocenskych narokov Babylonu a bol kazdy
rok recitovany na slavnostiach Akitu. Toto recitovanie sa chapalo ako
znovuobnovovanie poriadku. Nebolo iba recitovanim ale skuto¢nym
opakovanim udalosti mytu.

* Boh povetria a pocasia, jeden z hlavnych
sumerskych bohov. Syn Ana a Kise. Jeho
mestom bolo Ninive a chram Ekur (Dom hor).

Mytus o Enlilovi a Ninlil
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 The myth of Enlil and Ninlil discusses when
Enlil was a young god, he was banished
from Ekur in Nippur, home of the gods, to Kur,
the underworld for seducing a goddess
named Ninlil. Ninlil followed him to the
underworld where she bore his first child, the
moon god Sin (Sumerian Nanna/Suen). After
fathering three more underworld-deities
(substitutes for Sin), Enlil was allowed to
return to the Ekur.



Boh Enki

Enki alebo Ea bol sumersky boh uctievany najma
v meste Eridu v Sumeri. Bol to boh mudrosti a
umeni, vladca podzemného sladkovodného
oceanu Abzu (boh vody) a spravca bozskej moci
Me.

(Ninchursanga, jeho zena, je jednou z nich), dale se zde dopousti
incestu se svou dcerou, vnuckou i pravnuckou. V okamziku, kdy se o
totéz pokusi i s prapravnuckou (Uttu), ktera je pred nim varovana
bohyni Nintu (je zdhadou proc to tak vadilo, tedy za predpokladu, ze
s predchozimi to nevadilo). Enki, ale prichazi v prestrojeni za
zahradnika, jejich milovani zabrani Enkiho manzelka Ninchursanga,
Enki tedy vyroni sperma na zem. Z n€j pak vyroste osm neznamych
rostlin, které Enki sni. Poté onemocni osmi zavaznymi chorobami.
Ninchursanga ho prokleje a odejde (neznamo kam). Protoze zivot na
zemi nemuze bez Enkiho existovat (neni jasné proc),

pozada Enlil chytrou lisku, aby Ninchursangu nasla a privedla, coz
liska provede. Ta (Ninchursanga) pak porodi (kdo byl otcem se nevi)
osm bozstev, které vyléci Enkiho nemoci (kazdé jednu)

In his connections with Inanna, Enki shows other aspects of his non-
patriarchal nature. The myth Enkl and Inannall8ll12l te||s the story of

how the young goddess of the E-anna temple of Uruk feasts with
her father Enki.[2% The two deities compete against each other in a
drinking competition. Then, Enki, thoroughly inebriated, gives
Inanna all of the Mes, the gifts of civilized life. The next morning,
when Enki awakes with a hangover, he asks his servant Isimud for
the Mes, only to be informed that he has given them to Inanna.
Upset at his actions, he sends Galla demons to recover them.
Inanna sails away in the boat of heaven and arrives safely back at
the quay at Uruk. Enki realises that he has been tricked in his hubris
and accepts a peace treaty forever with Uruk.

Politically, this myth would seem to indicate events of an early
period when political authority passed from Enki's city of Eridu to
Inanna's city of Uruk.

* Shukaletuda, the gardener, set by Enki to care for the
date palm he had created, finds Inanna sleeping under
the palm tree and rapes the goddess in her sleep.
Awaking, she discovers that she has been violated and
seeks to punish the miscreant. Shukaletuda seeks
protection from Enki. In classic Enkian fashion, the
father advises Shukaletuda to hide in the city where
Inanna will not be able to find him. Enki, as the
protector of whoever comes to seek his help, and as
the empowerer of Inanna, here challenges the young
impetuous goddess to control her anger so as to be
better able to function as a great judge.

Tento clovék je jakousi
obdobou biblického Noeho.
V mytu o Atrachasisovi na
zakladé Enkiho rady zazehna
mor a poté na jeho radu
postavi lod, na které prezije
potopu svéta.




Mytus o Atrachasisovi

Mytus zacina konfliktem mezi vyssimi bohy (Anunna, Anunnaki, ktefi nuti nizsi
bohy (lgigi) vykonavat vSechnu tézkou praci, a nizSimi bohy. Vyssi bohové se
rozhodnou, Ze stvori ¢lovéka, aby bohové (nizsi) nemuseli délat. Na radé bohU se
rozhodli, Ze to ucini bohyné Bélet-ili (téZ mami a mama) s Enkim, ¢lovéka stvori z
hliny, masa a krve boha Wé-ilu, ktery byl predtim zabit (motiv zabiti boha se
objevuje prakticky ve vSech sumerskych verzich o stvoreni ¢lovéka a ani v jinych
mytologiich neni vyjimecny).

Lidstvo se vsak pfilis rychle rozmnozi, zaCne rusit boha Enlila, ktery se je rozhodne
znicit. Nejprve na lidstvo sesle mor, ale Enki poradi Atrachasisovi, ze ma obétovat
Addadovi (ISkur) a Namtarovi, ¢imz se nebezpeci moru zazehna. Enlil poté zvoli
moznost potopy, ale jiz zakaze bohUm vyzradit to lidem. Enki vSak posle
Atrachasisovi vzkaz po rakosové chysi, Atrachasis pak podle navodu vybuduje lod’
ve tvaru kostky, na kterou nalodi Zenu, déti, pfibuzné, vse zivé po jednom paru a
jednoho remeslnika od kazdého femesla. Po Sesti dnech a sedmi nocich prestane
prset a lod pristane na hore Nisir v Kurdistanu. Atrachasis vypousti ptactvo, kdyz
zjisti, Ze vody opadly, obétuje bohlim a Enlil jej poté ucini bohlim podobnym
nesmrtelnosti, aby se srovnal s tim, Ze néjaky Clovék prezil.

Enki poté zabranuje dalSimu pfemnozeni lidstva a mezi lidi vypusti démona
Lamastu, ktery zpUsobuje détskou Umrtnost.
