A little® sun (saule) 1in Lithuania can be called: saulele, sauluze, saulyte, sauluzéle,
saulute.




The Supetlative Deoree.

* The superlative degree 1s formed by dropping the -as, -ias, -us (-is) of the
masculine nominative singular of the adjective and adding -iausias ( -iausia for fem.);
if the stem ends in -d or -t these are replaced by -dZ and -¢ respectively. For
example:

* Rimtas-rimtesnis-rimciausias. Serious-more serious-the most serious.
* Lankstus-lankstesnis-lanksciausias. Flexible-more flexible-the most flexible.
* Pavydus-pavydesnis-pavydzZiausias. Jealous-more jealous-the most jealous.

* Didelis-didesnis-didZiausias. Big-bigger-the biggest.

Ji dainuoja graZiausiai. She sings the most beautifully. (Adverbs). Ji dainuoja graziau negu tu. (She
songs more beautifully than you).

Pati graZiausia mergina dainuoja labai gerai. The most beautiful girl sings very well. (Adjectives)

Tai yra graZiausia, ka esu girdéjes gyvenime. This is the most beautiful thing I have heard in life.
Nejsivaizduoju, kas galéty buti grazZiau. I have no idea what could be more beautiful. Tai taip grazu.
(This is so beautiful). . (Neutral Adjective form).




Confusing case

* Thereis a degree which 1s somewhat stronger than the positive and weaker

than the comparative which 1s formed with the suffix (masculine) -¢élesnis,
- (feminine -élesne), thus from geras 'good' we have gerélesnis -¢ 'a little
bettet', 'somewhat bettet.

* Gerélesnis — truputi/ Siek tick geresnis.

The Comparison ot Adverbs

* The comparative degree of the adverbs ends in -1au. Thus the comparatives of gerai

(well), lengvai (easily), graziai (beautifully) are respectively geriau, lengviau, graziau.
- The superlative degree of the adverb ends in -1ausiai if the positive degree ends in -

al. The superlative degree of the preceding three adverbs is geriausiai, lengviausiai,
graziausial. For the adverbs which do not end in -at in the positive degree, the
superlative ending is -1ausia, e.g, positive daug (much, many), comparative daugiau
(more), superlative daugiausia (most); positive arti (near), comparative arciau,
superlative arClausia. (Note that in the adverb as in the adjective -d and -t are
replaced by -dz and -¢ before the ending -1au.)
