Materials: MagyarOK 1. You have your materials for this semester ready in IS in your Study Materials
folder. You do not have to print them all, but of course you can. [ would recommend printing the TK
(Tankdnyv or Student Book) and the MF (Munkafiizet or Workbook) materials because you will have
to either write or make notes in these. There are two more additional files MF_Megoldokules and TK _
Megoldékulcs or the Answer Keys for your Workbook and Student Book (you can use these to check
whether your answers are correct for any exercise we will work on this semester), but it is not necessary
to print them. There is generally quite a bit of note taking during the lessons especially for translation,
pronunciation or grammar and I find it easier to do it directly in the printed sheets, but of course you
are free to choose your style. You will also need to have your listening tracks ready for listening during
the Teams sessions, so have those on hand, please. Part of the materials are Glossaries with the
obligatory vocabulary and a Grammar file in English (you are not required to study all this grammar,

it is a grammar file for the whole book, so no worries, I am sure you will manage &)).
