— A. Hours. The word cer4ac means now. Do not confuse it with the word 4ac (/our). 910 1s
not used in these time expressions.

Cenvac (oauH) 4ac. = Now it is one o’clock.

There are two ways of expressing ours: by adding both the words /ours and minutes to the
number or by leaving them out entirely.

Ceiyac 8.30. (1t is 8:30). You can say: BOCEMb TPHUALATh / BOCEMb YaCOB TPUALLATH MUHYT
— B. The nouns BpeMs and 4ac. BpeM4 is a neuter word.

MocCKOBCKOe BpeMsl / MOE BpeMs

CKoJIbKO cenyac BpeMeHH? is a colloquial way to inquire about time.

KoTopsin 4ac? is a more formal expression.

The plural of 4ac, 9yachl also means clock or watch. Notice that the adjective modifying 4acsl are
in the plural as well.
