The relative pronoun koropsiii (who, which, that) is used as a connector
between two parts of a sentence. Kotopsiii is a regular adjective by form
(cf. HOBBII, HOBast, HOBOe, HOBbIE), and it agrees with the noun it modifies
in gender and number.

The case of koropsiit depends on its function in the sentence. In
the following sentences, kotOpsiii is the subject ot the relative clause
