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(A and B are colleagues.)
A : @ Ask B if the last plan proposed for Project 201 is OK.
B : @ Basically say yes, but tell A that the Project should start a little sooner.
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(A is subordinate to B.)

A @ You have obtained an estimate from the Grade Company. Tell B that it is a littl
more than you had budgeted for.

B : @ Reluctantly accept this information.
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
