Domnivali jste se, Ze nedestny a nepoctivy ¢lovék mé do kreativni osoby daleko? Ze tvofivost
nikdy nemuze vést k podvodim? Nevéetime! Urcité jste slyseli o lidech, kteti dokazali dlouho
klamat ostatni, vést zivot, ktery Vam byl zcela skryt a velkych podvodnicich, kteti az
zazracné oklamali ufady a jiné organy vefejné moci. Jak to? Odpovéd’ na tuto otdzku nam dali
védci z Harvardské univerzity, ktefi se prostfednictvim péti ne pfili§ komplikovanych
experimentii dobrali spojitosti mezi timto chovanim a mirou kreativity. Jak? Ctéte dale!

Prvni experiment zabyvajici se obecné vztahem podvodu a kreativity, zcela jasné¢ dokazal, ze
podvodnici maji vyssi tvofivost nez lidé bez téchto sklonti a smazal tak moznost zapti¢inéni
individudlnimi rozdily.

Experiment druhy, ktery se zaméfil na vyuzivani prilezitosti k podvodu, ukézal, ze témét
vSichni se této moznosti chytili (51 z 53 osob). Nasledujici testy pak ukazaly, ze u téchto osob
byla naméfena vyssi kreativita nez u téch, které nepodvadély.

Dalsi experiment se zabyval, jak je podvod a nasledna kreativita ovliviiovana etickym
hlediskem. Ptfece jenom lidé budou troufalejsi, védi-li, ze by se v ptipad¢ odhaleni podvodu
slabsiho testového skoru, které by mélo za nasledek sniZzeni osoby v o€ich ostatnich, ale byla
zde moZznost o tomto vysledku lhat a vyhnout se tak tomuto ponizeni. Opét bylo prokazano, Ze
lidé, kteti o tomto vysledku lhali, méli vy$s$i miru tvofivosti.

Zajimavou teorii se zabyval ¢tvrty experiment, jehoz hypotézou bylo, Ze u lidi nezajimajicich
se o pravidla bude propojeni podvod-kreativita vyssi, nez u lidi, ktefi pravidla brali vazné.
Tato hypotéza se opét jako tii pfedchozi potvrdila.

Posledni experiment pfimo navazuje na pokus pfedchozi a dokazal, Ze necestné chovani lidi,
ktefi se nenechavaji vazat pravidly, u nich vyvolava velkou miru kreativity (oproti tém, ktefi
se pravidly vdZou a nemaji mnoho sklonli k podvadéni).

A co tedy z tohoto vyzkumu vyplyva? Vsechny hypotézy autort studie byly potvrzeny a to uz
samo o sob¢ néco vypovida. Necestné chovani a nevnimani pravidel vam mize pfinést mnoho
kreativnich schopnosti, ale opravdu stoji za to vzdat se moralnich a etickych hodnot, abyste se
mohli témito schopnostmi chlubit? A jak daleko vlastné tento fenomén miize az zajit?
