Within this body of work some researchers have
focused specifically on unethical behaviors, such as lying, cheating, and stealing. Others have
focused on ethical behavior defined as those acts that reach some minimal moral standard
and are therefore not unethical, such as honesty or obeying the law.

giving and whistle-blowing. Our definition accounts for all three areas of study.”

Odjakziva su fudia, ktory klamu povaZovany za necestnych [udi. Klamstvo sa neodpusta, s vynimkou
toho, ktoré je kvoli dobrej veci. Ludia klamu najma preto, lebo si v danej chvili myslia, Ze je to najlepsi
spOsob, ako vyriesit spor, hadku, alebo len obyéajny a bezny problém. Kazdopadne, idea alebo napad
dobrého klamstva, ktoré ak chce byt Uspesné, musi ¢lovek postavit na tzv. ,,dobrych zékladoch”.
Klamstvo, nech uZ sa na to pozrieme z akejkolvek stranky, je neodmyslitelne mierou urcitej davky
kreativity. Otazkou ale ostdva, mdze teda porusovanie pravidiel a klamanie viest k zvySeniu kreativity
u ¢loveka? Presne nad tym sa zamyslali vyskumnici z Harvardskej univerzity Francesca Gino a Scott S.
Wiltermuth. Ich tvrdenim, hypotézou bolo, Ze potom, ¢o sa ludia zachovaju necestne, citia sa mene;j
viazany pravidlami a to ma za doésledok to, Ze jednaju omnoho kreativnejSie. SU kreativnejsi teda
preto, Ze pri klamani a porusovani pravidiel vytvaraju asocidcie medzi kognitivnymi prvkami, medzi
ktorymi Ziaden vztah predtym nebol. Vyskumnici potrebovali pat experimentov, aby mohli déjst
k potrebnému vysledku.

Prvym experimentom zistili, Ze jasne vysSia kreativita bola zistend u tych, ktory porusovali
pravidla, teda podvadzali a kedZe prvému experimentu predchadzalo testovanie Urovne kreativity,
tymto bola Uplne vyvratena moznost, Ze je to dielom individualnych rozdielov.

Druhym experimentom zistili, Ze takmer vSetci zucastneny z vyskumnej vzorky, ktory mali
moznost podvadzat, podvadzali ato az 51 oséb z 53 os6b. Nasledne vykonané testy u nich ukazali
vysSiu kreativitu a to v zrovnani s kontrolnou skupinou aj proti dvom osobam, ktoré nepodvadzali.
Experiment dva teda opat podporil hypotézu vyskumnikov.

Tretim experiment sa odliSoval od prvych dvoch tym, Ze zahrnioval aj etické hladisko ( pretoZe
[udia si trdfnu podvadzat iba vo chvili, kedy to nie je velmi zadvazné, no netrifnu si podvadzat ak sa
jedna o eticky podtext ). V tomto experimente mali Gc¢astnici dve moznosti : bud to povedat pravdu o
pocte spravnych rieSeni a tym spadnut do ,,podpriemernej” skupiny, alebo mohli klamat a vyhnit sa
tak ponizeniu. Vysledkom sa opéat ukazalo, Ze ucastnici, ktory podvadzali, mali namerand vyssi

uroven kreativity ako ti, ktory hovorili pravdu.



Stvrty experiment ilustruje, Ze medzi prepojenim kreativity a podvadzanim sa nachadza pocit, ze su
[udia neviazany pravidlami. U respondentov, ktory sa zaujimali o pravidla, bol efekt podvadzania
a teda kreativita nizSia ako u tych, ktory sa o pravidla vébec nezaujimali.

Poslednym ateda piatym experimentom vyskumnici preukazali to, Zze ked sa ludia chovaju
necestne, pocituju pocit a to taky, Ze su neviazany pravidlami, ¢o u nich vyvolava jasne vyssiu
kreativitu.

Tak teda ako to naozaj je? Ludia, ktory podvadzaju vytvaraju akusi pomyselnu no kreativnejsiu
skupinu ludi? Hypotéza vyskumnikov bola jednoznacne potvrdena, ¢im vychadza teda najavo aj
pozitivnejSia stranka poruSovania pravidiel, klamania, necestnosti a neuprimnosti. Otazkou ale
ostava, Ci je kreativita natolko lakavou vidinou, Ze ¢lovek zabudne na etické normy? Je to vec nazoru
a teda, aky ndzor mate na to vy?
