Después de la muerte de Durruti mucha gente perdio la esperanza, no obstante, habia personas
que no dejaron de creer en el mejor futuro. Entre ellos pertenecia Emma Goldman que en su

carta Durruti Is Dead, Yet Living de 1936 escribio:

No, Durruti is not dead! He is more alive than living. His glorious example will now be
emulated by all the Catalan workers and peasants, by all the oppressed and disinherited. The
memory of Durruti’s courage and fortitude will spur them on to great deeds until fascism
has been slain. Then the real work will begin — the work on the new social structure of

human value, justice and freedom.
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
