Japanese adjectives conjugate for tense (present and past), polarity (affirmative and
negative), and so forth, just as verbs do. The two types of adjectives follow different
conjugation patterns.

L\-adjectives \‘-adjectives change shape as follows. You will want to be very careful
here, because the pattern is rather complicated.

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In this lesson, we learn two “:-adjectives that are very important from the grammatical
point of view. They are &?‘ % (7) (to be fond of; to like), and % 5 v (%) (to be disgusted
with; to dislike). The meaning of these adjectives is relational, and you need two terms:
a person to like or dislike something on the one hand, and a person or a thing on the other
hand that is liked or disliked. In sentences, these two terms usually appear with the
particles { and #¢, respectively.’

Let us note three more things about 4 2 % (%) and % &\ (%) before we go on. One, if you
like or dislike something (or somebody) very much. vou can use the intensified forms of
#3:TY and X5V CT, namely, X¥ XT3 and A% 50T, These forms are more
common than the combinations of !& % (%) and 3 % 5 (%) and the degree modifier
2T43%, to which we will turn shortly.

Two, when Japanese people want to say that they neither like nor dislike something, they
usually say:

Three, you can use ié" #zt and % 5 W as modifiers of nouns. For example, vou can say
things like:

*In contexts where vou are contrasting two or more items, the particle (3 is used instead of #°. Thus,
FAIXFFR 29 ECTA, ARERLWTT, I like vegetables, but I don't like meat.

*In the expression of romantic or familial affection, the complex particle # 2 ¥ #% can replace #*. Thus,

One,
we use different number words for different kinds of items; the words used for counting
people are different from the words used for counting books, for example. T'wo, number
words often come affer, rather than before, the items counted in a sentence.
